Onsoz

Dinya genelinde gécmen sayisinin 2017 yili sonu itibariyle yaklasik
250 milyona ulastigi bilinmektedir. isteyerek ya da istemeyerek
baska bir Ulkeye gitme karari belirsizlikleri ve riskleri beraberinde
getirir. Bu kitapc¢igin amaci, yabancilarin Turkiye'ye kultirel uyum
saglamasini kolaylastiracak pratik bilgiler vermektir. Kitabin
iceriginde ulkemizin cografi, tarihi ve kulturel degerleri ile ilgili
bilgilerin yaninda, merkezi ve yerel yonetimlerin yapisi, adalet
ve glvenlik sistemi, vatandaslik ve toplu yasam, vb. bilgiler yer
almaktadir.
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1. Tarihte Tiirkler ve Kisaca Tiirk Tarihi

Turklerin ilk anayurdu Orta Asya'dir ve varliklari Milattan 7.000 yil kadar
onceye dayanmaktadir. Tlrklerin Orta Asya’da yasadigi alan Batr'da Hazar
Denizi'nden Dogu'da Kingan Daglari'na; Kuzey'de Altay Dagdlari’'ndan,
Guney'de Hindukus ve Karanlik Daglari’'na kadar uzanan bodlgedir. O
bolgede yasayan Turkler genelde géc¢ebe olarak yasamislardir. Bu nedenle
Turk tarihine bakildiginda, Orta Asya Turklerinin gocebe ozellik tasiyan
devletlerinde merkezi idarenin gliclenmemis, mimarlik ve sehircilik gibi
olgularin ortaya ¢cikmamis; temelekonomik faaliyetin ise hayvancilik oldugu
bunlarla birlikte askeri organizasyonlarin diger toplumlara gore son derece
gelismis oldugu soylenebilir.

Kadin ve erkegin esit sayildigl, her ikisinin de gerek aile gerekse toplum
yonetimine dogrudan katildigi Turk kiltlirinde Turkler, Orta Asya'dan
gelen kdulturel ozellikleri kismen de olsa halen yasatmaktadir ancak
Tirklerin islamiyet’e gecmesiyle birlikte sahip oldugu kiiltiirel ve folklorik
davranislari islamiyet ile kaynastirilmis ve islam’in icine yerlestirilmistir.
Ornegin yolculuga cikan birinin arkasindan bir tasla su dékmek; hosa
gitmeyen bir olay gerceklestiginde tahtaya vurmak; insana musallat
olan kotl ruhlarin etkisinden kurtulmak icin kursun dokmek; yeni dogan
bebekleri, logusa kadinlari ve dlulerinin mezarlarina onlari kotu ruhlardan
ve seytandan korumak i¢in kirmizi renkli caputlar baglamak ve kurdeleler
asmak; yeni ay dogdugunda aydan ve topraktan dileklerde bulunmak;
dugunler ve diger kutlama glnlerinde icki icmek; olulerinin mezar taslarini
kitabelestirmek; agaclara kumas parcalari (caput) baglamak, atese yag
atmak; ibadethanelerini kubbeli yapmak; nazardan korunmak i¢in nazar
boncugu takmak; bazi dini ayinleri muzikle yapmak ve dini eserleri (mevlit
gibi) ezgilerle okumak gibi glindelik yasamda karsilasilabilecek pek c¢cok
davranis eski Turklerden kalan davranislardir.

Milattan Sonra 350 yilina gelindiginde, Turkler Orta Asya’daki yurtlarindan
Batl'ya dogru genis bir go¢ baslatmislardir. Bu go¢ hareketinin adi Kavimler
Gocgu’ dur ve bu gog, pek ¢cok etkene bagli olarak gerceklestirmistir. Bu
etkenlerin basinda ekonomik sorunlar gelmistir. Azalan otlaklar Turklerin
temel gecim kaynagi olan hayvanciligi olumsuz etkilemis Turkler de
hayvanlarini otlatabilecekleri yeni alanlar bulmak icin arayisa girmistir.
Kavimler Gociiniin diger bir sebebi de Biiylikk Hun imparatorlugu’nun
dagilmasindan sonra ortaya c¢ilkan karisikliklar ve baska topluluklarin
Turk topraklarina karsi gerceklestirdikleri saldirilardir. Bu gibi sebeplerin
sonucunda Turkler, 4. ve 6. ylzyillar arasinda, genis kitleler halinde BatI'ya
dogru yer degistirmistir.

Kavimler Goclinde Batiya ilerleyen Turkler, 6zellikle Avrupa’nin sosyal ve
ekonomik hayatinda koklu degisikliklerin olusmasina neden olmustur.
ingiltere, Fransa, ispanya gibi devletlerin temelleri bu goéc¢ hareketi
sonrasinda atilmis; kralliklarin etkisi kaybolmus, feodal (derebeylik)
ydnetimler giiclenmistir. Roma imparatorlugu 6nce ikiye ayrilmis daha
sonra da Bati Roma imparatorlugu yikilmistir.

ilkcag kapanmis ve Ortacad baslamistir. Kilise ve papazlik gliclenmis,
skolastik dlisiince 6nem kazanmistir. TuUm bunlar, Avrupa Hun Devleti’'nin
Avrupa’da genis topraklara yayilarak hakim olmasindan sonra yasanan
gelismelerden bazilaridir. Boylece Tirkler, Kavimler goc¢lu sonrasinda
Avrupa’nin i¢clerinden Orta Asya'ya kadar uzanan bir cografyada yasamaya
baslamislar daha sonra ise Avarlar, Macarlar, Bulgarlar, Turgisler, Hazarlar,
Pecenekliler, Kipcaklar, Oduzlar, Kirgizlar, Karluklar, iskitler gibi pek cok Tiirk
toplulugu dinyanin farkli topraklarinda devlet kurmuslardir.

Tirklerin kitlesel olarak islamiyet’e gecisleri Milattan Sonra 10. yiizyilda
baslamistir. islamiyet’e gecisin nedenleri ekonomik, sosyal, siyasal,
askeri, inanc¢sal nedenler olmak Uzere 5 farkli grupta toplanabilmektedir.
islamiyet’in Tirkler tarafindan kabul edilmesindeki doniim noktasi Talas
Savasi'dir. Bu savas sonrasinda Orta Asya'daki Cin devletinin baski ve
saldirilari son bulmus ve Dogu’ya ulasan ticaret yollari Musliumanlar ile
Tirklerin kontrolii altina gecmistir. islamiyet’e gecen Tiirkler, islam dinine ve
Muslimanlara 6nemli faydalar saglamislardir. Bu faydalari iki baslik altinda
toplamak miimkiin olup bunlar islamiyet’in yayginlasmasi ve savunmasidir.
Abbasilerden itibaren halife ordulari icinde yer alan Tirkler, islam olmayan
toplumlarla islam topluluklari arasina girerek islam toplumlarinin ve
devletlerinin guvenliklerini saglamistir. Turk boylarindan biri olan Oguz
boyunun islamiyet’e gecmesiyle birlikte islam’in diinya genelinde yayilmasi
ve islam medeniyetine ydnelik saldirilara karsi savunulmasi farkli kitalara
yayilmistir.

Milattan sonra 1040 ve 1157 yillarinda hayatta kalan Blylk Selcuklu
Devleti'nin en onemli o6zelligi Anadolu’'yu Tirklere acmasidir. 1071
tarihinde gerceklesen Malazgirt Savasindan sonra Anadolu’da hakim
olan Bizans Devleti, Bursa'ya kadar geri ¢ekilmis ve Anadolu’ya Turkler
yerlesmeye baslamistir. Anadolu’nun Turklesmesi iki yuz yil kadar sirmus
ve bu siire sonunda Bizans'in islam Diinyasi iizerindeki baskilari tamamen
sonlandirilmistir. Buna karsilik, Avrupa'daki Hiristiyan devletler islam
Devletleri Uzerine Hacli Seferleri dizenlemis, Turkler de bu seferlerin
puskirtilmesinde 6ncl bir gérev alarak, Tiirk- islam medeniyetinin ayakta
kalmasina hizmet etmislerdir. Ote yandan Biiyiik Selcuklu Devleti, yasadigi
donemde bilimsel ugras gelismelerin merkezi olmus bir devlettir.



Milattan sonra 1077 ile 1243 tarihleri arasinda var olan Anadolu Sel¢cuklu
Devleti, Anadolu’nun Turklesmesinde ve Muslumanlasmasinda buyuk
etkileri olan, Hacli Ordularina karsi Tiirk islam Medeniyetini savunmus olan
bir devlettir. Diger taraftan Anadolu Selcuklu Devleti, Turklerin yerlesik
hayata gecislerinin ve Anadolu’da ebediyen yasayacak olmalarinin kanitlari
sayllabilecek sayisiz eser birakmislardir. Ayrica Buyuk Selcuklulardan
aldiklar: devlet yonetim sistemlerini (ikta, vakif, atabeylik vb.) gelistirerek
600 yil ayakta kalacak olan Osmanli imparatorluguna miras birakmislardir.
Anadolu Selcuklu Devleti'nin yikilmasindan sonra Anadolu’da bir sire
Beylikler donemi baslamis ve Anadolu, 19 farkli Beylik tarafindan
yonetilmistir.Osmanli Devleti, Oguz Turklerinin, Kayi Boyundan gelen
ve Anadolu Selcuklarinin yikilmasindan sonra ortaya cikan; Bilecik ve
Bursa bolgesinde yasayan Osmanodgdullari Beyligi tarafindan 1299 yilinda
kurulmustur. Devletin kurucusu olan Osman Bey, ilk baslarda Bizans'la
iyi iliskiler icinde olmustur. Ancak daha sonra Osmanl ogullari Beyliginin
guvenliginin tehlikeye girmesiyle birlikte Bizans’a karsi saldirilar yapmis
ve dagilma surecine giren bdlgedeki Bizans yoneticilerinin (Tekfurlarin)
topraklarini kendi topraklarina katmistir.

Osman Bey'in ele gecirdigi ilk Bizans kalesinden sonra orada yasayan
insanlara yaptigi konusmada, Turk kulturinun dara dusenlere, mazlumlara,
barisicindeyasamakisteyenlere nasilhizmet edecegini belirtmis ve yuzyillar
surecek Osmanli iktidarinin ilkelerinden bahsetmistir. Osman Bey yaptigi o
konusmada su cuimleleri dile getirmistir:

“Gonlunuzu hos tutun, korkmayin. Caniniza, maliniza, irziniza zerre ziyan
gelmeyecektir. Bunu ben, Kayl beyi Osman size soylerim. Simdi pazara
gidecekler yola koyulsun. Onlari benim yigitlerim koruyacaktir. Donusleri
de boyle olacaktir. Bundan boyle hep boyle olacaktir. Kulacahisari hep
yigitlerim koruyacaktir. Size ziyan verecekleri yigitlerim karsilayacaktir.
Geceniz gundiuzinuzden emin olacaktir!”

Osmanli imparatorlugu boyunca 36 padisah tahta cikmis, sayisiz savaslar
yasanmis ve Bliiylik Selcuklularla baslayan Tirk islam medeniyeti altin
cagdiniyasamistir. Osmanli imparatorlugunun tarihinde oldugu kadar Diinya
tarihinde de istanbul'un fethi oldukca 6nemli bir yer tutmaktadir. 1453
yilinda Fatih Sultan Mehmet tarafindan fethedilen istanbul, o tarihten sonra
Osmanli imparatorlugunun baskenti olmus ve Osmanl tarihinde yiikselme
dénemiolarak kabul edilen ve yaklasik 150 yil siirecek doneme girilmistir. Bu
dénemde Osmanliimparatorlugu’nun topraklari 3 kitaya yayilarak lizerinde
onlarca millet ve dini barindirmis; Halifelik makami Osmanli'ya ge¢mis;
imparatorluk, ordusu ve ekonomisi dénemin en giicli devletlerinden biri
olmustur. Osmanli imparatorlugu dogal sinirlarina ulastiginda, Avrupa'da
bilimsel ve felsefi degismeler ile yeni ticaret yollarinin bulundugu cografi
kesifler yasanmistir. Bu degisikliklere bagli olarak ortaya ¢ikan sémiurgecilik
anlayisi, yeni siniflar ve toplumsal gruplar kisa slirede Avrupa’nin siyasal
ve sosyal yapisinl degistirmistir. “Sanayi Devrimi”nin de gerceklesmesiyle
birlikte Avrupa’dayenibir medeniyetininsasi sireci hizlanmistir. Yasanan bu
gelismeler Avrupa disinda kalan tim Uulkeleri etkilemis ve diger devletlerin
de kendilerini bu yeni yaklasimlara gére dlizenlemesi gerekmistir.

Bu gelismeler karsisinda Osmanli imparatorlugu, toplumsal ve siyasal
yapisinda bir takim onemli degisiklikleri hayata gecirmeye kalksa da
ekonomik sisteminde gerekli tedbirleri alamamis ve tuim bunlarin
sonucunda Osmanli’nin modernlesme cabalari da yetersiz kalmis ve iki
ylzyillik bir siirenin sonucunda imparatorluk parcalanmistir. Osmanl
Devletinin dagilma doneminde topraklari yabanci llkeler tarafindan isgal
edilmistir. Bu isgal karsisinda Anadolu’nun dort tarafinda bdlgesel “Kuvayi
Milliye” adiyla orgutlenen direnisler gerceklestirilmeye baslanmistir.

19 Mayis 1919'da Tiirkiye Cumhuriyetinin kurucusu Mustafa Kemal ATATURK,
Ulkenin isgalden kurtulup yeniden bagimsizligina kavusmasi amaciyla
Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun son baskentinden Anadolu'ya gecip kurtulus
savasini baslatmistir. Bolgesel dlizeyde ve cesitli isimlerle Anadolu’nun
disman isgaline karsi ¢ikan drgltler, 6nce “Anadolu ve Rumeli Mudahafi
Hukuk Cemiyeti” adiyla birlestirilmis daha sonra da Turkiye Buyuk Millet
Meclisi araciligiyla 1919 yilindan Tirk zaferinin kesinlestigi 1923 yilinda
imzalanan Lozan Antlasmasina kadar Ulkeyive kurtulus savasiniyonetmistir.

Modern Turkiye Cumbhuriyeti Devleti, 29 Ekim 1923 tarihinde resmen
kurulmustur. Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun sahip oldugu geleneksel sosyal
iliski, davranislar ve ekonomik Uretim bi¢cimlerinin aksine Batili anlamda
ekonomik Uretim gerceklestirmeyi ve sosyal- siyasal bir yapi kurmayi
amaclayan Turkiye, “muasir medeniyetler seviyesini” ulasilmasi gereken
hedef olarak gormustur. Turkiye Cumhuriyeti, gerek verdigi Kurtulus
Savasi gerekse bu savas sonrasinda gerceklestirdigi devrimler sonrasinda
tiim llkelerin begenisini ve takdirini kazanmistir. Mustafa Kemal ATATURK,
Turkiye Cumbhuriyetinin yol gosterici temel ilkelerini 6 temel maddede
ortaya koymustur. Bu ilkeler sunlardir: Cumhuriyetgilik, Milliyetgilik, Laiklik,
Devletcilik, Halk¢ilik, Devrimcilik'tir.




Cumhuriyetgilik: Atatlrk’e gore, Turk Milleti'nin yaratilisina, onuruna ve
anlayisina en uygun yonetim sekli cumhuriyet yonetimidir. Cumhuriyet
ilkesi, Turkiye Cumhuriyeti anayasalarinin timuinde degistirilmesi veya bir
baska sekle sokulmasi teklif dahi edilemeyecek bir deger olarak korunmus
ve yerlesmistir. Cliinkli cumhuriyet, devlet diizen ve ideolojisinde sahsilik
ve keyfiligin hakim olmasini énler; milli egemenligi esas aldigi icin de
demokrasinin en saglam teminattir.

Milliyetcilik: Turkler, Cumhuriyet Devrimiyle kurulan yeni devletlerinde,
modern toplumlarin siyasi bilin¢lerinin temeli olan milliyetgilik fikrine
kavusmuslardir. Turk milliyetciligi, irk¢i bir doktrin degildir. Emperyalizmle,
fasizmle ilgisi olmayip milliyetcilik, milleti olusturan tim unsurlarin fikir, fiil
ve his birlikteligi anlamina gelir. Modern cumhuriyetin kurucu distiincesine
gore “Turkiye Cumhuriyeti sinirlari dahilinde yasayan, Turk dili ile konusan,
Turk kalturd ile yetisen, Turk ulkusunu benimseyen her vatandas, hangi din
ve mezhepten ya da etnik kdkenden olursa olsun Turk'tur”

Halkeilik: Bu ilkeye gore Turkiye Cumhuriyeti, vatandaslari arasinda sinifsal
ayricaliklar ile devlet yonetiminde bazi zimre ya da ailelerin ayricalikli
olmasinin onlne gecer; yasalar karsisinda her vatandasin mutlak esitliginin
saglanmasi devlet tarafindan garanti alinmistir. Milliyetcilik fikrinin yasal/
toplumsal normlara islemesinin en 6nemli argimanlarindan biri olan
halk¢ilik, ekonomik ve siyasal alanlarda ayrim yapilmasinin éniine gecer.
Turk halki bu ilkeye gore bir ve butunddur.

Devletcilik: Bu ilke tim dlinyada ilk defa siyasal bir davranis olarak Atatlirk
devrimlerinde vicut bulmustur. Buna gore devlet de, 6zel sermayenin
varligi ve yatirimciligi kadar ekonomik alanda aktiftir. Basta alt yapi olmak
Uzere Ulke kalkinmasi icin gerekli gorilen ve 6zel sermayenin glclnun
yetmeyecegi yatirim ve isletmeleri llkeye kazandirmak icin devlet onemli
bir rol oynar. Bu karma ekonomik modelleme, sosyal devlet anlayisinin
dunyada ilk ve en acik uygulamasidir.

Laiklik: Din ve diinya islerinin birbirinden ayrilmasi anlamina gelmektedir.
Din bir vicdan meselesidir. Herkes vicdanina uygun sekilde hareket
etmekte serbesttir. Hic kimse bir dini bir inanci kabule ya da inancini
degistirmeye zorlanamaz. Kisilerin inanma ve inanmama ozgurlukleri vardir
ve bu 6zgurliklerin hicbiri, diinya ve devlet islerinin yerine getirilmesinde,
makamlara yukselmede kisi ve gruplara bir avantaj ya da dezavantaj
saglamaz. Bu nedenle laiklik dinsizlik olmayip toplumsal yasama dair
dizenlemelerin dinsel icerikle ya da mezhepsel c¢ikarla gore yapilmasini
engeller.

Devrimcilik: Atatirk: “Yaptigimiz ve yapmakta oldugumuz devrimlerin
amaci, Turkiye Cumhuriyeti halkini tamamen cagimiza uygun, bitin mana
ve sekilleriyle uygar bir toplam haline getirmektir. Tlrk Devrimlerinin
temel prensibi budur” diyerek, devrimcilik (inkilapcilik) ile Tlrk toplumunun
ulasacagl hedefi ortaya koymustur. Bu anlamda devrimcilik, “muasir
medeniyetler” seviyesine cikmak icin toplumda yerlesmis ve yerlesecek
olan dogmalarin/ kati degismez ve eskimis sistemlerin ortadan kaldirilmasi,
yonetimin ve statiikonun ¢cagin ihtiyaclarina gore her ihtiya¢c duyuldugunda
yeniden ve yeniden degistirilmesi anlamina gelmektedir.

Turkiye Cumhuriyetinin kurulusunun ardindan iki defa ¢ok partili hayata
gecis denemeleri olmus ancak bu partilerin Cumhuriyet karsiti kisilerin
yuvalandigi orgutler haline gelmesi nedeniyle s6z konusu partiler
kapatilmis ve 1923- 1946 tarihleri arasinda Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi (CHP)
iktidarinda tek parti donemi yasanmistir. 1946 yilina gelindiginde gerek
CHP icinden ayrilarak kurulan Demokrat Parti (DP) gerekse baska siyasal
duslncelerden kaynaklanip kurulan diger partiler, aktif siyasi yasamlarina
yasal dayanaklarla baslamislardir. Bu tarihten sonra Turkiye'de ¢ok partili
bir siyasal rejim kurulmus ve Turkiye Cumhuriyeti’'nin cagdas demokratik,
cogulcu bir yonetim anlayisiyla yonetilmesinin 6nu acilmistir.

Osmanli imparatorlugunun dagilma déneminden itibaren darbeler Tiirk
Demokrasi tarihinin en 6nemli sorunlarindan biri olarak gorilmektedir.
Turk demokrasi tarihinde bazi ordu mensuplarinca yonetim sureclerine
gerceklesen ilk midahale 1913 yilindaki Bab-1 Ali Baskinidir. 1960 yilinda
Demokrat Parti Genel Baskani ve Basbakan Adnan Menderes’in ve diger iki
parti yoneticisinin idam edilmesiyle gerceklesen ikinci darbenin ardindan;
1972 yilinda bir Askeri Muhtira verilmis ve demokratik yonetim sureclerine
yine miudahalelerde bulunulmustur. 1980 yilinda Ordu, secilmis siyasi
iradenin yonetim erkine yine el koymus ve ¢ok uzun yillar o donemde kabul
edilen ilke ve kurallar hayatta kalmistir. Muhtiralar ve darbelerle zarar
goren Turk Demokrasi gelenegi en son 15 Temmuz 2016 tarihinde yeniden
yok edilmek istenmis ancak Turk tarihinde ilk defa halk, askerlere bizzat
karsi koyarak bu girisimi engellemis ve Tlirk demokrasisini sivil bir boyuta
tasiyarak, neredeyse yuz yila yakin bir slredir darbe ve mudahalelerle
kesintiye ugratilan demokrasinin artik yeniden duraksatilmasinin 6niine

gecmistir.



2. Cografi Bolgeler ve Ekonomik Faaliyetler

Turkiye, Asya ve Avrupa kitalari arasinda yer alan, U¢ tarafi denizlerle
cevrili bir yarim ada uUzerine kurulmustur. Kuzeyinde Karadeniz, Glneyinde
Akdeniz, Batisinda ise Ege Denizi bulunmaktadir. Ayrica Turkiye topraklari
icinde bulunan Marmara Denizi, Ege ve Karadeniz'i birbirine baglayan bir i¢
denizdir. Marmara denizinde bulunan Canakkale ve istanbul bogazlari ile
topraklari Trakya ve Anadolu olarak iki ayri yarimadaya ayirmaktadir.

Turkiye, kuzeydogudan Giircistan’a, Dodudan Ermenistan ve iran'a,
guneydogudanlirak’a,gliineydeniseSuriye’yekomsudur.Kuzeybatiyonundeki
komsulari ise Yunanistan ve Bulgaristan'dir. Turkiye’nin yluzél¢imu yaklasik
814.578 km2' dir. Turkiye'nin sahip oldugu sinirlarin timdu, uluslararasi
antlasma ve devletler hukukuna uygun olarak belirlenmistir.

Turkiye, genelde daglik bir cografyaya sahiptir. Ortalama yukseklik 1130
metre dolayindadir ve dogu bati yoniinde sira daglar yer almaktadir.
Siradaglar i¢c ice gecmis genis yaylar olusturur ve Ulkenin dogusuna
gidildikce farkl siradaglar birlesir. Bu durum ulkenin deniz seviyesinden
yuksekligi arttirir. TUrkiye'nin yukseltisi en az olan bdlgesi Marmara Bolgesi,
en yuksek bolgesi ise Dogu Anadolu Bolgesidir. Turkiye, cografi yapilari
itibariyle 7 bélgeye ayrilmistir.
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Karadeniz bdlgesi, Gircistan sinirindan baslayip Adapazari’'na kadar
uzanan tum Karadeniz kiyilarini kapsayan bir bolgedir. Bu bolgede daglar
denize paralel olarak uzanir. Bolgenin en yuksek noktasi 3932 metre
yuksekligiile Kackartepesidir. Kopve Zigana gecitleri,bubodlgeyiic kesimlere
baglamaktadir. Yesilirmak ve ayni zamanda Tirkiye'nin en uzun nehri
olan Kizilirmak nehirlerinin olusturdugu deltalar Karadeniz bolgesinin en
verimli arazilerini olusturmaktadir. Coruh nehri ise Turkiye topraklarindan
dogup, Gurcistan topraklarindan denize dokilmektedir. Ormanlik alanlar
bakimindan oldukca zengin olan Karadeniz Bolgesi, ayni zamanda dnemli
maden yataklarina da sahiptir.

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Bu bdlge adini Marmara Denizinden almaktadir. Marmara bolgesinin icine
Trakya topraklarinin tamami Anadolu topraklarininsa kuzeybati bolimu
girmektedir. Turkiye'nin en kuclk bolgesi olup ayni zamanda Turkiye’'nin
en fazla niufusa sahip bolgesidir. Bulgaristan ile Yunanistan’a sinirlari
bulunmaktadir.Marmarabdlgesinde biryilicinde 3 farkliiklim tipi gorulebilir.
Bu nedenle tarimsal lirlin cesitliligi oldukca fazladir. Ote yandan bélgenin
diz ve verimli topraklari, Uriin cesitliliginin artmasindaki bir baska etkendir.

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Akdeniz Bolgesi, Turkiye'nin Akdeniz kiyilari boyunca uzanan bélgesidir.
ic bolgelerden, yiiksekligi 3756 metreye cikan daglarla ayrilan Akdeniz
Bdlgesi'nin dogusunda Giiney Dogu Anadolu Bdlgesi, kuzeyinde ic Anadolu,
Batisindaysa Ege bolgesi yer almaktadir. Bolgenin glineyinde, bdlgeye
adini veren Akdeniz bulunmaktadir.Bolgede Seyhan, Ceyhan, GOksu ve
Asi iIrmagi gibi nehirler bulunmaktadir. Bu bolgede oldukc¢a ¢cok sayida gol
bulunmaktadir.

Akdeniz Bolgesi, iliman iklimi ve verimli ovalariyla tarimsal faaliyetlerin
yogun olarak gerceklestiriilmesine olanak saglamaktadir. Bélgede iklimin
avantaji nedeniyle oldukga yaygin olan seracilik faaliyeti, yilda birden fazla
urin alinmasina olanak tanir.

(Arasli, 2015):

Atatiirk ilke ve Devrimlerine Baglilik ilkesi:

Bu ilkeye gore Turk devleti, Ulkesi ve milletiyle bélinmez bir butunddur.
Devletin resmi dili Turkcedir. Turk milleti, Turkiye Cumhuriyeti
vatandaslarinin hepsini kapsar. Egemenlik alaninda var olan tim etnik
kimliklerin, dinsel inanclarin ve konusulan dillerin icinde bir ayrim yapmaz.

Demokratik Devlet ilkesi:

Builkeuyarincamillet,devletydnetiminedogrudankatilir. Devleti yonetecek
kisilerin ve organlarin dogrudan ya da dolayli olarak millet tarafindan
secilmesi anlamina gelmektedir. Bu nedenle Tlrk Anayasasl, vatandaslarin
siyasi partiler kurmasina, bu partilerde orgltlenmesine, siyasal partilere
gorus ve egilimleri dogrultusunda orglitlenme, Uyelerine egitim verme,
secimlere katilma ve se¢imi kazanmalari durumunda Anayasa ve Kanunlara
uygun olarak devleti ve organlariniyonetme hakki verir. Vatandaslar secme
ve secilme hakkina sahiptir. Serbest, esit, tek dereceli, genelve gizli oy, acik
sayim ve dokim esaslarina uygun olarak secimler yapilir.

Hukuk Devlet ilkesi:

Bu ilkeye gore, devletin gerceklestirdigi butin eylem ve islemler hukuk
kurallarina dayanmaktadir. Ote yandan vatandaslar da hukuki giivence
altindadir. Vatandaslarin temel hak ve 6devlerinin glivenceye baglandigi,
yasalarin anayasaya uygun oldugu, denetlendigi, hangi etnik kimlige, dile,
dini inanca ait olursa olsun herkesin yasalar 6niinde esit oldugunu garanti
altina alir.

Tum demokratik sistemlerde oldugu gibi, Turkiye Cumhuriyetinde de
yurutmenin surdurdiugu faaliyetler yargl denetimine tabidir. Bu nedenle
yargl bagimsizdir ve denetim/ karar sireclerinde kimseden emir almaz.
Kisisel hak ve hdurriyetlerin hangi durumlarda kisitlanabilecegi yine
Anayasada belirtilmistir. Ote yandan yasamanin alacadi her tiirli kararin
Anayasaya uygun olup olmadigini denetleyen Anayasa Mahkemesi yargi
bagimsizliginin bir baska 6nemli kanitidir.
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Laik Devlet ilkesi:

Devlet, inan¢ ya da inanmama oOzgurlugunu saglar. Laik devlet ilkesi
ayrica din ve diinya islerinin de ayrilmasi anlamina gelmektedir.Buna gore
vatandaslarin hepsi inanc ve ibadet hiirriyetine sahiptir. ibadet hiirriyeti,
Anayasa’nin 14. maddesinde sayilan devletin llkesi ve milletiyle béliinmez
butunliguni bozmay! ve insan haklarina dayanan demokratik ve laik
Cumhuriyeti ortadan kaldirmayr amaclayan durumlarda kisitlanmistir.
Bu ilke uyarinca din kurumlarinin devlet gdérevlerini, devlet kurumlarinin
da din gorevlerini yerine getirmesine izin vermez. Devlet tim dinlerin
mensuplarina esit davranir. Dinya isleri, dini bir temele oturtulmaz. Laiklik,
dinsizlik anlamina gelmez. Diger taraftan devlet, dini inan¢ ve ibadetlere
karismamakla birlikte, kisilerin inan¢ ve ibadetlerine karisan ya da engel
olmaya calisanlari da engeller. Buna gore laiklik:

- Din ve mezhep ayrimi yapmayan,

- Dini kurallarla yonetilmeyen,

- Dini hizmetleri bir kamu hizmeti olarak kabul eden,

- Devlet ve hukuk kurallarini dini kurallardan ayiran bir ilkedir.

Sosyal Devlet ilkesi:

Bu ilke geregince Turkiye Cumhuriyeti Devleti, kisilerin sosyal durumlariyla
ilgilenir ve onlara asgari bir yasam saglamayi taahhut eder. Sosyal adalet,
sosyal yardim ve sosyal guvenlik alanlarinda asgari yasam kosullarinin
saglanabilmesi icin devlet miudahalelerde bulunur. Sosyal Devlet ilkesine
uygun olarak kisilerin insan onuruna yakisir bir hayat sirmesi hedeflenir. Bu
sistemin kurulabilmesinin en dnemli unsurlarindan biri, kisilerin ekonomik
gelirlerinin arttirilmasidir. Bu nedenle devlet, milli geliri arttirmada ve milli
gelirin toplumsal dagiliminda aktif rol Ustlenir.

insan Haklarina Saygili Devlet ilkesi:

Turkiye, gerek sahip oldugu kilturel miras gerekse uluslararasi antlasma
ve sOzlesmeler uyarinca insan haklarina saygl gosterir. Anayasanin 2.
maddesinde de yer alan “Turkiye Cumhuriyeti insan haklarina saygili bir
devlettir” ifadesince insan haklarinin bitun insanlar icin taninmasini kabul
eder.Anayasanin cesitli bolimlerinde insan haklarina uygun hukimler
bulunmaktadir. “Kisinin hak ve odevleri” boliminde temel haklarin
duzenlendigi koruyucu haklar; “Sosyal ve iktisadi haklar” bolimuinde ise
“isteme haklari”; “siyasal hak ve odevler” bolimuinde ise siyasal katilim
haklari evrensel insan haklari ilkelerine uygun olarak tanimlanmistir.
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Esitlik ilkesi:

Anayasanin10.maddesinegore: “Herkes, dil, iIrk,renk, cinsiyet,siyasidlstiince,
felsefi inang, din, mezhep ve benzeri sebeplerle ayrim goézetilmeksizin
kanun 6nilinde esittir. Hicbir kisiye, aileye, zimreye veya sinifa ayricalik
taninamaz. Devlet organlari ve idare makamlari bltln islemlerinde kanun
onlnde esitlik ilkesine uygun olarak hareket etmek zorundadir.”

Giicler Ayriligi ilkesi:

Hukuk devletiilkesinin hayata gecirilebilmesiicin kuvvetler ayriligi ilkesinin
uygulanmasi gerekmektedir. Buna gore Yasama, yurltme ve yargi organlari
birbirinden ayrilmalidir. Cagdas devletlerde devlet glcglerinin farkl
ellerde toplanmasi demokratik yonetimlerin, denetimin de olmazsa olmaz
kosuludur. Turkiye Cumhuriyeti tarihinde sikgca goriilen toplumsal yasama
askeri muidahaleler, glicler ayriligi ilkesini zaman zaman sekteye ugratsa
da Anayasa’'da guicler ayriligi ilkesi benimsenmistir. Glcler ayriligi ilkesi
yasama, yuritme ve yargi organlari arasinda hiyerarsik bir iliski kurmaz.

Turk Dil Kurumu aileyi “Evlilik ve kan bagina dayanan, kari, koca, ¢ocuklar,
kardesler arasindaki iliskilerin olusturdugu toplum icindeki en kiiclk birlik”
olarak tanimlamaktadir. Turkiye Cumhuriyeti 1982 Anayasasinin Ailenin
Korunmasi basligindaki 41. Maddede *“Aile, Turk toplumunun temelidir
ve esler arasinda esitlige dayanir” ile “Devlet, ailenin huzur ve refahi ile
ozellikle ananin ve cocuklarin korunmasi ve aile planlamasinin 6gretimi
ile uygulanmasini saglamak icin gerekli tedbirleri alir, teskilati kurar”,
denmektedir. Bu maddeden de anlasilacagi lizere Ulkemizde aile kurumuna
verilen dnem ile birlikte aile Uyeleri arasindaki iliskilerin saglikli bir sekilde
olusturulmasi ve yeni nesillerin de bu olusum icerisinde gelistirilmesinde
devletin asli gorevi vardir.

Turkiye Cumhuriyetinde ozellikle 1950'li yillardaki sanayilesmeyle birlikte
kirsal alanlardan kentlere dogru gociun hizli bir sekilde artmasi ile aile
yapisinda bazi degisiklikler meydana gelmistir. Ozellikle kirsal alanda
daha cok genis aile olarak bilinen aile yapisinin kentlerde cekirdek aileye
donlsmesi ve ailenin baba, anne ve cocuklar olarak kiiclilmesi bu degisimin
bir sonucudur. Tabi ki kentlesme siireci yalnizca aile yapisini degil, aile
bireylerinin kent yasami i¢cerisinde belli sorumluluklar Ustlenerek yasamini
devam ettirmesini de saglamistir. Bu slrecte ayni zamanda kadinin da
sosyal hayat icerisinde aktif bir rol oynamasi, anayasamizda da belirtilen
kadin erkek esitligini hem ev ortaminda hem de sosyal ve ekonomik
ortamda gelistirmistir. 2000’li yillarda bu gelisimle birlikte dezavantajli
gruplarin haklarina yonelik devlet tarafindan bazi kanunlar cikartilmis ve
uygulamaya sokulmustur. “6284 Sayili Ailenin Korunmasi ve Kadina Karsi
Siddetin Onlenmesi” kanunu Tiirkiye Blyiik Millet Meclisinin 08.03.2012
tarihinde bu dogrultuda kabul ettigi bir kanundur. Bu kanunla birlikte ailenin
Ozellikle kadin ve cocuklarin hem siddet ortaminda yasamamalari hem
de hak ve ozgurlukleri gozetilerek hayatlarini stirdirmeleri amaclanarak
olusturulmustur. Burada siddet olarak belirtilen durumun yalnizca fiziksel
siddet degil, psikolojik ve ekonomik siddetinde ortadan kaldirilmasi
amaclanmaktadir.

6284 sayili kanunun yani sira “5395 Sayili Cocuk Koruma Kanunu” yine
Turkiye Cumhuriyeti Meclisinin 03.07.2005 yilinda kabul ettigi bir
kanundur. Bu kanunda da adi Ustlnde aile bireyi olarak goriilen cocuklarin
hak ve ozgurliklerinin gozetildigi ve saglikli bir ortamda yetismelerinin
saglanmasi icin olusturulan bir kanundur. Ayrica Aile ve Sosyal Politikalar il
Mudurlunidn alt yapisini Ustlendigi “ALO 183 Sosyal Destek Hatti” ile birlikte
Aile, Cocuk, Engelli, Yasli, Sehit Yakinlari ve Gazilere yonelik bilgilendirme ve
yonlendirilmenin yapildigi ve bu grubun haklarinin gézetildigi bir platform
olusturulmustur. Tum bu calismalarin temel odagi lGlkemizde aile kurumuna
verilen onem ile birlikte aileyi olusturan bireylerin siddetin olmadigi ve
esitlik icerisinde temel hak ve o6zgurluklerinin gdzetildigi bir ortamda
yasamalarini saglamaktir.
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Tlrkiye'de Aile Yapisi ve Aileye Yonelik Hizmetler

Aile, evlilik ve kan bagina dayanan, kari, koca, cocuklar arasindaki
iliskilerin Olusturdugu toplum icindeki en kuicuk birliktir. Aile, bireyin ve
toplumun fonksiyonlarinda en temel 6gedir. Aile, bireyin yasaminda cok
onemli bir yer tutan beslenme, bakim, sevgi ihtiyaci, duygusal gelisim,
psikolojik gelisim, egitim, kultlrel degerleri kazanma, saglikli zihinsel
gelisimini stirdirme gibi temel ihtiyaclarini karsiladigi birincil yerdir. Aileler
yapisal 6zelliklerine gore gruplara ayrilir. Bir grupta aileler buyukliklerine
gore degerlendirilirken, diger bir grupta yerlesim yerlerine gore
siniflandirilirlar. Buyukluklerine gore aileler, genis aile ve cekirdek aile
olmak Uzere ikiye ayrilir. Yerlesim yerlerine gore ise aileler, kirsal aile,
gecekondu ailesi, kentsel aile diye ayrilir. Turkiye'de ailenin temelini evlilik
olusturur. Ulkemizde evlilik Medeni Kanun ile diizenlenmistir. Evlilik nikahla
gerceklesir. Nikah, taniklarin 6ninde yapilan resmi evlilik s6zlesmesidir.
Yasalarimiza gore Turkiye'de erkekler ve kadinlar, ayni anda yalnizca bir
kisiyle evli olabilirler. 17 yasini doldurmus bulunan her kadin veya erkek
evlenme ehliyetine sahiptir. Ancak 17 yasini doldurmus olmakla
birlikte, 18 yasini doldurmamis yani henliz resit olmamis
kisilerin evlenmesi kanuni temsilcisinin izni ile mumkuinddir.

Evlilik birliginin korunmasi saygi, sevgi, karsilikli gliven ve birbirini
koruma ve gozetme duygusunun var oldugu evlilik birligi icinde eslerin ve
cocuklarin mutlulugu gerceklesir. Evlilik birliginin korunmasi esas olarak
eslerin gorevidir. Ancak devlet de saglkli bir toplumun olusmasini
saglamak ve saglikli topluma giden yolun en basindaki olusum olan
aileyi korumak, gozetmek icin bazi onlemler almistir. Turkiye Cumhuriyeti
Anayasasinin cesitli maddelerinde; “Aile Turk toplumunun temelidir.
Esler arasinda esitlige dayanir. Herkes, 6zel hayatina ve aile hayatina saygi
gdsterilmesini isteme hakkina sahiptir. Ozel hayatin ve aile hayatinin
gizliligine dokunulamaz. Devlet, ailenin huzur ve refahi ile 6zellikle ananin
ve ¢ocuklarin korunmasi ve aile planlamasinin 6gretimi ile uygulanmasini
saglamak icin gerekli tedbirleri alir, teskilati kurar “ denilerek aileye
verilen 6nem belirtilmistir. Yine esler tarafindan evlilik birliginden dogan
yukimliluklerin yerine getirilmemesi veya evlilik birligine iliskin 6dnemli
bir konuda uyusmazliga dusllmesi halinde, taraflar bu konuda T.C

mahkemelerine basvurup hakimin muidahalesini talep
edebilirler. Hakim, yukiumluilikleri konusunda esleri uyarir,
uzlastirmaya calisir ve gerek gordugu onlemleri alir.
Turk aile yapisi zamanla gog, yoksulluk, toplumsal degerler,

teknoloji ve kadinlarin calisma hayatina girmesi gibi nedenlerle cesitli
degisim ve donlsimlere ugramistir. Tum degisim ve donltsimlere ragmen
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sonug¢ olarak goriulmektedir ki; Turk toplumu hem cagdas hem de
geleneksel 6zelliklerini aile yapisinda korumaya devam etmektedir.
Dayanisma, yardimlasma, evlilik sistemi ve kadinin annelik roliiniin 6nemi
bu 6zellikler arasinda sayilabilir.

Aile ici Siddet / Kadina Yonelik Siddet

Evliligin temeli; eslerin birbirlerine ve cocuklarina karsi sevgi, sefkat ve
duygu beraberligine dayanmaktadir. Bu duygu ikliminin ve beraberligin
olmamasi, saglikli bir evlilik iliskisinin olmadigina, dahasi ev icinde yasayan
eslerve ¢cocuklar bakimindan fizikselveya ruhsalmagduriyetlereisaret eder.
Genel olarak; bir aile uUyesinin, ailenin diger uyelerinden birine fiziksel,
psikolojik, cinsel veya ekonomik olarak hikmetmesi ya da zarar vermesi
ev ici siddettir. Esin diger ese veya cocuklarina, ayni evde birlikte yasayan
akrabalara, ayni evde yasayan bir akrabanin evde yasayan diger bireylere
yonelik tehdit, baski ve kontrol iceren; fiziksel, cinsel, ekonomik veya
psikolojik zarar veren ve aci cekilmesine neden olan her tirlu davranisi aile
ici siddet olarak degerlendirilmelidir. Ozellikle kadinlar ve cocuklarin, aile ici
siddetle karsi karsiya kaldiklari bir gercektir.

Genclik Merkezleri; Genclik Spor il Midirliiklerine ve Belediyelere bagli
olarak acilan, genclerin sosyal, kiltirel, sanatsal ve sportif faaliyetler
cercevesinde serbest zamanlarinin ilgi, istek ve yetenekleri dogrultusunda
degerlendirilmesine firsat vererek topluma aktif vatandaslar olarak
katilmalarini saglayan ve gencleri zararli aliskanliklardan korumaya yonelik
calismalari yuruten kurumlardir.

Ramazan
sliresince tutulmasi farz olan orucun bitiminden sonra kutlanan Ramazan
Bayrami’'nda ilk glin camilerde erkekler tarafindan bayram namazi kilinir
ve hutbe okunur. Daha sonra es, dost ve akraba ziyaretleri gerceklestirilir.
insanlar birbirlerinin bayramini kutlayarak aralarindaki sevgi ve saygi
baglarini glclendirir, darginliklar son bulur.
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Ramazan Bayraminda arefe glini yarim gun ve bayram ¢ giin olmak ulzere
toplam 3,5 glin resmi tatildir.

- Kurban Bayrami

Kurban Bayrami, Zilhicce ayinin Onuncu gliniinde baslayan ve dért glin stiren
dini bayramdir. islam dini geregince, yoksullara dagitilmak lzere kurban
kesilmektedir. Kurban bayramibir seving mevsimidir, bu sevin¢ glnlerini
iyi degerlendirmek, yetimi, fakiri, okstizi o glinlerde sevindirmek esastir.
Kurban Bayraminda arefe gunu yarim giin ve bayram dort gin olmak lzere
toplam 4,5 glin resmi tatildir.




Mevsimlik Bayramlar

Geleneklerimiz icerisinde mevsimlik bayramlar olarak adlandirilan kutlama
zamanlari da onemli yer tutmaktadir. Doga ve iklim kosullarina goére
sekillenmis olan mevsimlik bayramlar icerisinde en yaygin olarak kutlanilan
“Hidirellez” ve “Nevruz” dur.

- Hidirellez

biridir. Ruz-1 Hizir (Hizir gind) olarak adlandirilan hidrellez gund, Hizir
ve ilyas Peygamber’in yeryliziinde bulustuklari giin olmasi nedeniyle
kutlanmaktadir. Hizir ve ilyas sdzciikleri birleserek halk agzinda hidirellez
seklini almistir. Hidrellez Gilkemizde 6 Mayis glint kutlanmaktadir.

Hidrellez kutlamalari yesillik, agaclik alanlarda, su kenarlarinda, bir turbe ya
dayatirin yaninda yapilmaktadir. Hidrellez gecesi Hizir'in ugradigi yerlere ve
dokundugu seylere feyiz ve bereket verecegi inanciyla cesitli uygulamalar
yapilir. Yiyecek kaplarinin, ambarlarin ve para keselerinin agizlari acik
birakilir. Ev, bag-bahce, arabaisteyen kimseler, Hidrellez gecesi herhangi bir
yere istediklerinin kliclik bir modelini yaparlarsa Hizir'in kendilerine yardim
edecegine inanilir.

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1. Turks in History and Turkish History in Brief

The first homeland of the Turks is Central Asia and their presence dates back
to 7,000 B.C. The area inhabited by the Turks in Central Asia is the region
from the Caspian Sea in the West to the Kingan Mountains in the East; the
Altai Mountains in the north to the Hindukush and the Dark Mountains in
the South. The Turks living in that region generally lived as nomads. For this
reason, when we look at the Turkish history, it can be said that the central
government in the nomadic nature states of the Central Asian Turks has
not been strengthened, facts such as architecture and urbanism has not
emerged; and that the basic economic activity was animal husbandry,
along with that military organizations was highly developed compared to
other societies.

In the Turkish culture, where both women and men were equal and were
directly involved in the management of both the family and community,
Turks still partially liven up their cultural features of Central Asia, but upon
transition to Islamism, the cultural and folkloric attitudes of Turks have
been fused with Islamism and integrated into Islam. Many acts that can be
encountered in everyday life, such as pouring water from behind a person
setting out for a travel; knocking a wood when an unpleasant event takes
place; pouring lead to get rid of the evil spirits that are haunting people;
to tie red colored clothes the newborn babies, puerperal women, and to
the tombs of dead in order to protect them from evil spirits and demon;
to make wishes from the moon and from the soil when the new moon is
born; drinking alcohol at weddings and other celebration days; to carve
inscriptions of the tombstone of the dead; to tie pieces of fabric to the
trees, to throw oil to the fire; to construct dome shaped sanctuaries; to
wear evil eye talisman to protect from evil eyes; to perform some religious
rituals with music, and sing some religious works (such as Mevlit) with
melodies are the behaviors of the ancient Turks.

On year 350 B.C., Turks started a massive migration movement from their
homelandin CentralAsiatothe West. The name of this migration movement
is Migration of Tribes, and this migration has been occurred due to many
factors. The most important one of these factors was economic problems.
The declining grasslands have negatively affected animal husbandry, the
main source of living for Turks, and Turks set off on a quest for new areas
where they can feed their animals. Another reason for Migration of Tribes
was the disorder that has arisen after the disintegration of the Great Hun
Empire and the attacks carried out by other communities against Turkish
territory. As a result of such reasons, the Turks moved to the West in large
masses between the 4th and 6th centuries.
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Turks who move across to the West with Migration of Tribes caused radical
changes especially in the social and economic life of Europe. The building
blocks of states such as England, France and Spain were laid after this
migration movement; the influence of the kingdoms has been lost, and
the feudal (ruling) governments have been strengthened. The Roman
Empire was first divided into two and then the Western Roman Empire
was destroyed. The Primeval era closed and the Medieval began. The
church and the priesthood became stronger, and the scholastic thought
gained importance. These are some of the developments that have taken
place after the European Hun State was ruled over the vast territory in
Europe. Thus Turks started to live in a geographical region extending from
Europe to Central Asia after the Migration of Tribes and then many Turkish
communities such as Avars, Hungarians, Bulgarians, Turgeshs, Khazars,
Pechenegs, Kipchaks, Oghuzs, Kyrgyzs, Karluqgs, Scythians have established
states in different territories of the world.

Mass transition of Turks to Islam have begun in 10th century B.C. The
reasons for the transition to Islam can be gathered in 5 different groups
as economic, social, political, military, religious reasons. The turning point
when Islam was accepted by the Turks is the Talas War. After this war, the
oppression and attacks of the Chinese state in Central Asia came to an
end and the trade routes that reached the East were under the control of
Muslims and Turks. The Turks who adopted Islam had provided important
benefits to Islamic religion and Muslims. These benefits can be gathered
under two headings, which are the proliferation and defense of Islam.
Beginning from the Abbasids, the Turks, who were in the caliphate’s armies,
entered the Islamic communities with non-Islamic societies, ensuring the
security of the Islamic societies and states. With the adoption of Islam by
Oghuz tribe, one of the Turkish tribes, the spread of Islam throughout the
world and its defense against the attacks against the Islamic civilization
has spread over different continents.

The most important characteristic of the Great Seljuk State that survived
between 1040 B.C. and 1157 B.C. was opening Anatolia to Turks. After the
Battle of Manzikert, which took place in 1071, the Byzantine State, who
ruled over Anatolia, withdrew to Bursa and Turks started to settle in
Anatolia. The Turkization of Anatolia lasted for two hundred years and at
the end of this period the Byzantine pressures on the Islamic World were
completely terminated. In return, the Christian states in Europe organized
the Crusades against the Islamic States, and the Turks served as a leading
role in the repulse of these expeditions and served the survival of the
Turkish-Islamic civilization. On the other hand, the Great Seljuk State was
a state that has been the center of scientific developments in the period of
its existence.
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The Anatolian Seljuk State, which existed between 1077 B.C. and 1243
B.C., is a state that had great impact on the Turkization and Islamization
of Anatolia, and has defended the Turkish Islamic Civilization against the
Crusader Armies. On the other hand, the Anatolian Seljuk State has left
countless works that can be considered as evidence of the transition of the
Turks to sedentism and their eternal life in Anatolia. In addition, they have
developed the state management systems (fief, foundation, atabeg, etc.)
they transferred from the Great Seljuks and inherited them to the Ottoman
Empire, which will survive for 600 years. After the collapse of the Anatolian
Seljuk State, the period of Beyliks began in Anatolia for a while and Anatolia
was ruled by 19 different Beyliks.

The Ottoman Empire, descending from Kayi Tribe of Oghuz Turks, and
emerged after the collapse of the Anatolian Seljuks; was founded in 1299
by the Osmanogullari Beylik settled in Bilecik and Bursa region. Osman Bey,
the founder of the state, was in good relations with Byzantium at first.
Later, however, he organized attacks against the Byzantine upon getting
the security of Osmanogullari Beylik into danger, and annexed the lands
of the Byzantine rulers (Feudal Landlords - Tekfurs) in the territory at the
edge of unraveling. In the speech given to the people who lived there after
the capture of first Byzantine castle Osman Bey stated how Turkish culture
would serve the ones who are in difficulty, oppressed, those who want
to live in peace and mentioned the principles of Ottoman power that will
last for centuries. In that given speech Osman Bey uttered the following
statements: “Keep your heart pleasant, do not be afraid. Your lives, your
goods, your chastity will not get harmed. | tell you this, Kayl1 bey Osman.

Now those who will go to bazaar can take teir way. My valiant people will
protect them. This willhow they return also. From now on it will always be
like this. My valiant people will always protect Kulacahisar. My valiant men
will confront with the ones who will harm you. Your night will be safer than
your day!"Throughout the Ottoman Empire, thirty-six sultans came to the
throne, numerous battles took place and the Turkish Islamic civilization,
which began with the Great Seljuks has span its golden age. The conquest
of Istanbul has a very important place in the history of the world as much
as the history of the Ottoman Empire. Istanbul, conquered by Sultan
Mehmet the Conqueror in 1453, was the capital of the Ottoman Empire
after that date, and the period of about 150 years which was regarded as a
period of rise in Ottoman history has begun. In that period, the territories
of the Ottoman Empire spread over three continents and hosted dozens
of nations and religions; The Caliphate passed to the Ottoman Empire; the
Empire, with its army and economy, became one of the most powerful
states of the period.
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When the Ottoman Empire reached its natural borders, there occurred
scientific and philosophical changes and geographical discoveries which
contain new trade routes in Europe. The understanding of colonialism, new
classes and social groups, which emerged as a result of these changes, soon
changed the political and social structure of Europe. With the “Industrial
Revolution” taking place, the construction of a new civilization in Europe
has accelerated. These developments have affected all countries outside
Europe and other states had to organize themselves according to these
new approaches.

In the face of these developments, the Ottoman Empire attempted adopt
a number of important changes in its social and political structure, but
failed to take the necessary precautions in its economic system and as a
result of allthese the Ottoman modernization efforts were inadequate and
the Empire disintegrated at the end of a two centuries’ period. During the
disintegration period of the Ottoman Empire, its territories were invaded
by foreign countries. In the face of this invasion, resistances organized
under the name of regional “Kuvayi Milliye - National Forces” all across
Anatolia started to be realized.

On May 19, 1919, Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, the founder of the Republic of
Turkey, moved to Anatolia from the last capital of the Ottoman Empire and
started the Turkish war of independence for the purpose of relieving the
country frominvasion and gainingits independence back. The organizations
at the regional level and with various names resisting the invasion of
Anatolia by enemy, first had been unified under the name of “Anatolia and
Rumelia Defense of Rights Society”, and later it has directed the country
and war of independence through Turkish Grand National Assembly from
1919 until 1923 when the treaty of Lausanne was acted and Turkish victory
is finalized.

The modern Republic of Turkey, was officially established on October 29,
1923. Unlike the traditional social relationships owned by the Ottoman
Empire, Turkey, aiming to realize economic production and to establish a
social-political structure in a Western sense, has considered the level of
contemporary civilization as the target to be achieved. Republic of Turkey,
gained appreciation and have the ear of all the countries with both the War
of Independence she fought and the revolutions she adopted after the war.
Mustafa Kemal Ataturk set forth the basic principles guiding the Republic
of Turkey under 6 basic articles. These principles are: Republicanism,
Nationalism, Secularism, Statism, Populism, Revolutionism.
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Republicanism: According to Atatlirk, the most appropriate form of
government for the creation, dignity and understanding of the Turkish
Nation was the republican regime. The principle of republicanism has
been contained and settled in all constitutions of the Republic of Turkey
as a value that cannot even offered to be changed or reshaped. Because
the republic prevents the domination of personality and arbitrariness in
the state order and ideology; it is the most solid guarantee of democracy
because it is based on national sovereignty.

Nationalism: The Turks, in their new state founded by the Republican
Revolution, have attained the idea of nationalism, which is the basis of the
political consciousness of modern societies. Turkish nationalism is not a
racist doctrine. It is not related to imperialism and fascism, but nationalism
means that all the elements that make up the nation are a combination of
ideas, actions and feelings. According to the founding idea of the modern
republic, “all citizens living within the boundaries of the Republic of Turkey,
talking in the Turkish language, who grows with the Turkish culture, who
embrace Turkish ideals are Turks no matter what religion, sect or ethnic
origin they are”

Populism: According to this principle, the Republic of Turkey precludes
some coteries or families becoming privileged in the management of
the state along with class privileges among its citizens; the provision of
absolute equality of every citizen before the laws is guaranteed by the
state. Populism, one of the most important arguments of the diffusion of
nationalism to legal/social norms, prevents discrimination in economic and
political spheres. The Turkish people are one and a whole according to this
principle.

Statism: This principle was first found in Atatlrk’s revolutions as a political
behavior all over the world. According to this, the state is an actor in the
economic field as much as the existence and investment of private capital.
The state playsanimportantroleinbringing tothe countrytheinvestments
and businesses, particularly the infrastructure that are needed for the
development of the country, which the power of the private capital is not
enough cope with. This mixed economic modeling is the first and most
obvious application of the concept of social state in the world.

Secularism: It means that religion and world affairs are separated from
each other. Religion is a matter of conscience. Everyone is free to act in
accordance with their conscience. No one can be forced to acceptareligious
belief or to change his/her belief. Persons have the freedom to believe
and not to believe, and none of these freedoms provide an advantage
or disadvantage to persons and groups in the fulfillment of world and
state affairs, and the promotion to positions. Therefore secularism is not
irreligiousness, and it prevents the regulation of social life according to
religious content or sectarian interests.
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Revolutionism: Atatlirk: “The revolutions that we did and we are doing
aims to turn the people of the Republic of Turkey into a society entirely
fit to our age, and totally civilized in all senses and forms. This is the basic
principle of the Turkish Revolutions” having this said he pointed out the
aim of the Turkish society with revolutionism (reformism). In this sense,
revolutionism means the removal of dogmas / rigid and obsolete systems
that have settled and to be settled in the society in order to reach the “level
of contemporary civilizations”, and the change of the administration and
status quo again and again whenever needed according to the needs of the
age.

Following the establishment of the Republic of Turkey there were two
attempts to transition to multiparty life, however these parties were
closed since they became organizations which housed the people against
the Republic, and single-party period of Republican People’s Party (CHP) has
been experienced between 1923 -1946. In 1946, the Democratic Party (DP),
which was formed by separating from the CHP, and other parties relying
on different political views have started their active political life on legal
grounds. After this date, a multi-party political regime was established in
Turkey and governing of the Republic of Turkey by a modern, democratic,
pluralistic management approach was made way.

From the disintegration period of the Ottoman Empire, coups are seen as
one ofthe mostimportant problems of Turkish democracy history. The first
intervention in the management processes of some army members in the
history of Turkish democracy was the Bab-i Ali raid in 1913. Following the
second coup in 1960 when Democratic Party Chairman and Prime Minister
Adnan Menderes and two other party leaders were executed; in 1972, a
Military Memorandum was issued and interventions were again made in
democratic governance processes. In 1980, the Army seized the power of
the elected political will again and the principles and rules adopted at that
time survived for many years. The Turkish Democracy tradition, which had
suffered losses due to memorandums and coups, was last attempted to
be annihilated on July 15th, 2016 but for the first time in Turkish history,
the people resisted the soldiers and themselves precluded this initiative
and carried Turkish democracy to a civilian dimension and restrained the
breakdown of interrupted democracy by coups and interventions for
almost a hundred years.
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2. Geographical Regions and Economic Activities

Turkey, located between continents of Asia and Europe, is established on
a peninsula surrounded by the sea on three sides. The Black Sea is in the
north, the Mediterranean in the south, and the Aegean Sea in the west.
Also located within the territory of Turkey Sea of Marmara is an inland
sea that connects the Aegean and the Black Sea. By the Dardanelles and
the Bosphorus in the Sea of Marmara the land is divided into two separate
peninsulas as Thrace and Anatolia.Turkey is a neighbor to Georgia in the
northeast, to Armenia and Iran in the east, to Iraq in the southeast, and to
Syria the south. The neighbors to the northwest are Greece and Bulgaria.
Turkey’s land area is about 814,578 km2. All of the borders of Turkey
have been determined in accordance with the international treaties and
international law.Turkey has a mountainous geography in general. The
average elevation is about 1130 meters from the sea level and there lies
mountains in the east-west direction. The mountain ranges form nested
large crescent shapes and the different mountain ranges unite towards
the east of the country. This situation increases the elevation of the
country from the sea level. The lowest part of Turkey is Marmara region,
while the region with the highest elevation is the Eastern Anatolia Region.
Turkey is divided into 7 regions with regards to geographical structure.
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Black Sea Region:

The Black Sea region is a region covering all Black Sea coasts starting
from the border of Georgia to Adapazari. In this region the mountains
extend parallel to the sea. The highest point of the region is Kackar hill
with a height of 3932 meters. The Kop and Zigana straits link this area to
the inner country. The deltas formed by Yesilirmak and Kizilirmak being
Turkey’s longest river constitute the most fertile lands of the Black Sea
region. The Coruh river on the other hand, born in the territory of Turkey,
flows into the sea in the Georgian territory. The Black Sea Region, which
is very rich in terms of forest areas, reserves important mineral deposits
at the same time. The most important of these mines are hard coal,
copper and iron. There are facilities where these mines are processed in
the region which increase the employment in the region.Because of its
rainy climate, plants such as tea, tobacco, and hazelnut are common and
abundant. In addition, corn, sugar beet and all kinds of vegetables and fruit
cultivation is done in the region. Due to the rugged nature of the terrain
and the lack of large grassland areas, animal husbandry is limited. Plateau
tourism in the Black Sea Region is another source of income in the region
in recent years. While the coastal strip of the Black Sea region is located in
the third and the fourth degree seismic zone, the western and southern
parts of the Black Sea Region are located in the First Degree seismic zone.
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Marmara Region:

The name of this region is after Marmara Sea. Northwest of the Anatolian
lands and the entire Thrace is in the Marmara region. It is the smallest
region of Turkey, while with the highest population of Turkey. It has
borders with Bulgaria and Greece. Three different climate types can be
viewed in the Marmara region within one year. For this reason, the variety
of agricultural products is quite high. On the other hand, the flat and fertile
soil of the region is another factor in the increase of the product variety.

The region has important historical and tourist locations of Turkey, and
is also the most developed industrial and commercial region of Turkey.
Food, weaving, clothing operations are common throughout the region.
On the other hand, sectors such as poultry farming, sericulture, dairy
farming, etc. are also highly developed. Edirne and Kirklareli provinces are
located in the Second and Third degree seismic zone while the southern
part of the Marmara Region is located in the First Degree earthquake zone.
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Aegean Region:

There are Marmara in the north of the Aegean region, Central Anatolia
in the east and Mediterranean Region in the south; and the Aegean Sea
in the west. The average altitude of the Aegean Region is 1000 meters,
which has a very indented coastal structure due to the mountains being
perpendicular to the sea. The Aegean Region has a large and fertile plains.
The main plains are Gediz, Bakircay, Klicik Menderes and Buylk Menderes.

The Aegean Region, which is temperate in coastal regions and continental
climate in the inner regions, provides for the cultivation of a wide variety
of agricultural products due to this characteristic. Products such as olives,
grapes,figs,opiumpoppy,tobaccoconstituteimportantexportgoods.Onthe
other hand, weaving and clothingindustry has developedin the region.izmir
port plays a very important role in commercial development of the region.
Having many historicaland touristic locations, the Aegean Regionisalsorich
in underground resources. The chrome and boron mines have quite large
reserves.Allofthe Aegean Regionislocatedinthe First degree seismic zone.
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Mediterranean Region:

Mediterranean region is the area along Turkey’s Mediterranean coast.
Separated from the inner regions by mountains reaching the height of
3,756 meters, Mediterranean Region surrounded by South Eastern Anatolia
Regionfromtheeast,CentralAnatoliafromthenorthand Agean Regionfrom
the West. To the south of the region, there is the Mediterranean Sea, which
givesits name to theregion. There arerivers such as Seyhan, Ceyhan, Goksu
and Asi Rivers in the region. There are quite a number of lakes in this area.

The Mediterranean Region allows for intensive agricultural activities
with its temperate climate and fertile plains. Greenhouse activity, which
is very common due to the advantage of climate in the region, allows
more than one crop per year. The products produced in the region are
consumed both domestically and abroad. Besides, the operations of
paper, iron and steel and fertilizer sectors are located in the region.

The Mediterranean Region is home to important ports. For this
reason, trade has developed in the region. Animal husbandry is
mostly done as sheep and goat breeding. Tourism is one of the most
important income sources of the region. Due to this feature, increasing
domestic and foreign population mobility during certain periods
of the year can be observed in this region. Most of the land of the
Mediterranean Region is located in the Second and Third seismic zone.



Central Anatolia Region:

Central Anatolia Region, located in the middle of Turkey and
is one of the landlocked region. This constitutes one-fifth of
Turkey. The average altitude is 1000 meters in the central and
western parts and the height increases as it goes to the east.

Central Anatolia Region is a region where agricultural production is
widespread with its large plains and plateaus and crops such as wheat,
barley, rice, corn, rye and oats are extensively cultivated because of its
climate characteristics. Machine farming is possible due to the flat land.
There are plants where obtained herbal products are processed. As a result,
trade has developed in this region. Because of the lack of plant cover, sheep
and goat breeding is widely carried out. The region is rich in iron, salt and
marble deposits. Tourism is another important source of revenue for the
region. Part of the Central Anatolian region is in the First Degree seismic
zone while the region is in generalis in the Second and Third seismic zone.
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South East Anatolia Region:

South Eastern Anatolia Region is the region which has the borders
of Turkey with Syria and Iragq. The average height of the region is 800
meters, while the mountains are 2000 meters high. The Euphrates and
Tigris are the most important rivers of the region. With the dams built on
the Euphrates and the Tigris, this region has become an important point
in terms of agricultural production. A wide variety of products such as
olive, cotton, pistachio, lentil, chickpea, grape and barley are obtained in
the wide plains and plateaus in the region. On the other hand, the dams
in the region have an extremely large importance in meeting the energy
needs of the country. The region having developed textile and weaving
industry also contains important mines such as phosphate, chromium
and manganese. On the other hand, there are two petroleum beds in
the region that meet some of the petroleum needs of the country, and
there are oil refineries where the oil extracted from these oil deposits is
processed. Sheep and goat breeding is common intheregion. Southeastern
Anatolia Region is generally in the Third and Fourth degree seismic zone.
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Eastern Anatolia Region:

Eastern Anatolia Region is the largest region, which constitutes 21%
of the total land area of Turkey. The region where the borders of Iran
and Armenia are located is covered with chain and single mountains.
Mount Ararat, Turkey’s highest mountain, is in this region. While the
mountainous structure of the region negatively affects economic
activities, cattle husbandry is generally the most common economic
activity in this region. While barley and wheat are grown in bottom
lands, beekeeping is a widespread activity to the north of the region.

There are water and lignite coal-based power plants in the Eastern Anatolia
Region, which is an important center for meeting the energy needs of the
country. Eastern Anatolia Region has a wide variety of mines such as iron,
chrome, copper, lead, zinc, lignite coal. However, due to the geographical
structure of the region and transportation difficulties, these mines cannot
be processed at the competent level. Winter tourism in the region is
becomingincreasingly popularandis anew source ofincome forthe region.

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3. Constitution of Republic of Turkey - Human Rights and Democracy

Republic of Turkey that has existed with the constitutions adopted in
1924,1961, and 1982; is a modern, democratic, social state of law. The basic
principles of the Constitution of the Republic of Turkey are (Arasli, 2015)

The Principle of Commitment to Atatiirk’s Principles and Revolutions:

According to this principle, the Turkish state is an indivisible piece with its
country and nation. The official language of the state is Turkish. Turkish
nation, embraces all of the citizens of the Republic of Turkey. It does not
make any distinction among all ethnic identities religious beliefs and
spoken languages in its field of sovereignty.

Democratic State Principle:

According to this principle, the nation directly participates in state
administration. It means that people and organs who govern the state
are elected directly or indirectly by the nation. For this reason, the Turkish
Constitution gives citizens the right to form and organize political parties;
gives political parties the rights to organize in accordance with their views
and tendencies, to give education to their members, to participate in
elections and if elected to manage the state and its organs in accordance
with the Constitution and Laws.

Citizens have the right to vote and stand for election. Elections are held in
accordance with free, equal, single grade, general and secret ballot, open
counting and casting principles.

State of Law Principle:

According to this principle, all the actions and transactions that the state
carries out are based on the rules of law. On the other hand, citizens are
also under legal security.

It ensures that the basic rights and duties of citizens are guaranteed, that
laws are in conformity with the Constitution, that they are inspected, and
that everyone is equal before law regardless of ethnic identity, language or
religion.

Asin alldemocratic systems, the activities conduct by the executive power
is subject to judicial review in the Republic of Turkey. For this reason, the
judicial power is independent and does not take orders from anyone in the
audit/decision process. The circumstances that the personalrights
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and freedoms may be restricted also stated in the Constitution. The
Constitutional Court, on the other hand, is another important evidence
of judicial independence, which checks whether any decision that is to be
made by the legislative power is consistent with the Constitution.

Secular State Principle:

The state provides freedom of belief or non-belief. Secular state principle
also means separation of religion and world affairs. Accordingly, all citizens
havefreedom ofbeliefand worship. Freedom of worship has beenrestricted
in situations that aim to disrupt the indivisible unity of the state and nation
and to remove democratic and secular Republic based on human rights as
listed in Article 14 of the Constitution. In accordance with this principle,
religious institutions do not allow state duties and state institutions do
not perform religious duties. The state treats all members of all religions
equally. World affairs do not have a religious basis. Secularism does not
mean irreligiousness. On the other hand, the state does not interfere
with religious beliefs and worship, while it prevents those who interfere
or obstruct people’s faith and worship. According to this Secularism is a
principle that;

- does not distinguish between religion and sect,

- is not governed by religious rules,

- considers religious services as a public service,

- distinguishes the rules of the state and law from the religious rules.
Social State Principle:

Pursuant to this principle, the Republic of Turkey is concerned with people’s
social status and undertakes to provide them with minimum living. The
state conducts interventions to ensure minimum living conditions in the
fields of social justice, social aid, and social security. In accordance with the
Social State principle, it is aimed that people live a life worthy of human
dignity. One of the most important elements of establishment of this
system is to increase the economic incomes of the people. For this reason,
the state plays an active role in raising national income and in the social
distribution of nationalincome.

Human Rights-Abiding State Principle:

Turkey respects human rights in accordance with both its
cultural heritage and international treaties and agreements.
It accepts the recognition of human rights for all people pursuant to
article 2 of the Constitution which states “the Republic of Turkey is a state
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respectful of human rights”.

In various parts of the Constitution there are compatible provisions in
terms of human rights. Protective rights to which fundamental rights are
laiddowninthe “rights and duties of the person” section; “right to request”
in the “social and economic rights” section; participation rights are defined
in accordance with universal human rights principles in the “political rights
and duties” section.

Equality Principle:

According to the 10th article of the Constitution: “Everyone is equal
before the law regardless of language, race, color, sex, political thought,
philosophical belief, religion, sect and so on. No person, family, coterie
or class privilege can be recognized. State organs and administrative
authorities must actin accordance with the principle of equality before the
law in all their acts”

Separation of Powers Principle:

The principle of separation of powers must be applied in order for the
rule of law principle to be carried into effect. Accordingly, the legislative,
executive and judicial bodies should be separated. The gathering of state
powers in different hands in contemporary states is an indispensable
condition of democratic governance. Although military interventions
to social life which was common in the history of the Republic of Turkey
interrupted the principle of separation of powers, this principle was
adopted in the Constitution. The principle of separation of powers
does not establish a hierarchical relationship between legislative,
executive and judicial bodies. However, in accordance with the
principle of supremacy of the Constitution, the legislative executive
and judicial bodies shall work in cooperation with the division of labor.

4. Education and Training in Turkey
Compulsory Education

Compulsory education period in Turkey is 12 years which includes 4 years
of elementary school, 4 years of secondary school and 4 years of high
school. Children who reach 66 months of age are required to enroll in
elementary school. It is aimed to gain basic skills in the elementary school
and to develop the child’s skills in the secondary school. A high school is
the period when the child receives general education or vocational and
technical education. The enrollment process is done with the address-
based enrollment system called e-school. There is an exam for Transiti%g



from the Basic Education to the Middle Education. Primary and secondary
education students are required to have a residence permit for a period
of one year during their education with the consent of their parents or
legal representatives in order to be included in basic education. (http:/
www.goc.gov.tr). For refugee and asylum-seeking children it is also
required to have family residence permit for enrollment in the school.

Pre-School Education

Measures are being taken in Turkey for the schooling of children at or
over 54 months before the primary education. Kindergartens, one of pre-
school education institutions, are educational institutions that can be
established connected to the Ministry of National Education or privately
established, which provide half-day or full-day education aiming to
prepare children aged 36-66 months for elementary school. Nursery
class is the class which is organized within the formal and non-formal
education institutions for the education of children aged 48-66 months.

Primary Education (First and Second Stage)

Primary education begins with four years of compulsory elementary
schools. Then the students pass on to four years compulsory, second
stage secondary school. There are secondary schools and Anatolian
religious secondary schools, which have the chance of being preferred
among different programs at the second stage. In the second stage,
there are elective courses according to the skills, development
and preferences of the students to support high school education.

Secondary Education (Third Level)

It covers all of the general, vocational and technical education
institutions that provide four year compulsory formal or non-formal
education based on primary education. Secondary education consists
of high schools that implement various programs. Secondary education
institutions providing education in Turkey in different categories
are as follows: Science High Schools, Social Science High Schools,
Anatolian High Schools, Anatolian Vocational and Technical High Schools,
Anatolian Religious High Schools, Multiprogrammed High Schools.

Higher Education

As of September 2017 there are atotal of 185 universities in Turkey including
113 stateuniversities,66foundationuniversitiesand6foundationvocational
colleges (https:/istatistik.yok.gov.tr/). Higher education system in Turkey
is an autonomous organization which is governed by Higher Education
Council (HEC). Universities create their own academic calendars and the
academic year usually starts in September. Semester and summer holidays
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are available. Universities have associate, bachelor’s, master’s, doctoral
and post-doctoral programs. Associate degree programs last 2 years and
undergraduate programs usually last 4 years. Some special programs like
medicine can take up to 6 years and more. Master’s programs with thesis
usually takes 2 years while the same without thesis lasts 1.5 years. Doctoral
programs last 4 years. Program time of post-doctoral programs in Turkey
may vary depending on the university.Foreign students who will receive
associate, undergraduate and doctoral education can get a residence
permit. The high school seniors who want to get undergraduate and
graduate education in higher education institutions in Turkey or graduates
of foreign students should contact the related universities about foreign
student quotas and the application requirements of the universities.

Validity of Diplomas

Diploma Equivalency Application Procedures for foreign nationals
are conducted through the Equivalency Application System.
Required documents for application and other information
can be accessed from YOK's Equivalency Application System.

Equivalency in Higher Education

If the higher education institution abroad is recognized by the Higher
Education Council, the equivalence is determined by examining whether
the higher education program demanded is equivalent to the Turkish higher
education program in terms of education level, national credit and/or ECTS
required for graduation, knowledge, skills and competence to be acquired.
If there is no same or similar program in Turkish higher education, it is done
by examining whether or not it is equivalent to Turkish higher education in
terms of education level. (http:/www.yok.gov.tr/web/denklikbirimi/girls-
mevzuat)

5. Work life

In this section the information on labor rights of the Syrians under
temporary protection in Turkey is provided. In this context, subjects such
as the recognition of foreign diplomas, skills development and vocational
training opportunities, work permits and provinces subject to work
permits, works that can be carried out, wage and employment quotas,
labor law and social security, work and vocational counseling, job search
and job placement, independent work, income and taxes are mentioned.

Equivalency of Foreign Diplomas; Skill Development and Vocational
Training Opportunities

Issuance of the equivalence certificates for the certificate of
achievements obtained by the Syrian citizens under temporary
protection from the relevant official institutions (Ministry of Education
of the Syrian National Coalition Provisional Government, Ministry
of Education of Syria, or Provisional Government of Libya) was
approved by the letter of Ministry of National Education, Council of
Education and Morality dated 26 June 2014 and numbered 2664553.
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Public Education Centers in Turkey offers free training to anyone who
wants toimprove themselves,and who wants to improve their professional
knowledge and skills. Foreigners in Turkey can also benefit from these
trainings In order for the Syrian people under temporary protection to
register with the courses offered by Public Education Centers, they are
required to submit temporary protection identity documents. The course
programs to be opened are determined by the Public Education Centers
and new courses can be opened upon request. (Please see below link for
detailed information. http:/hbogm.meb.gov.tr/modulerprogramlar
) You can use http:/www.meb.gov.tr/baglantilar/okullar/ to reach
the nearest Public Education Center in the province you live in.

In addition, the Ministry of Labor and Social Security grants the right to
participate in vocational training programs offered by iSKUR to persons
under temporary protection. All of the courses are available to the Syrians
under temporary protection. The Implementation Guide for Work Permits
of Foreigners under Temporary Protection issued by the Ministry of Labor
and Social Security of the Republic of Turkey has made clear the vocational
training. According to this; Foreigners under temporary protection, with
the condition to complete at least six months of temporary protection
period, may participate in courses and programs organized as part of
active labor services by the Turkish Employment Agency and can receive
vocational education and job training in a workplace in this context.

If foreigners who have completed their vocational training are to be
employed in the workplace where they are trained, it is obligatory for the
employer to obtain a work permit by applying to the Ministry within the
frameworkoftheproceduresandprinciplesdeterminedbytheseguidelines.
In this context, the employment quota can be implemented differently
by the Ministry (For further information: http:/www.iskur.gov.tr ).

Work Permit and Provinces Subject to Work Permit

Work permits of the Syrians in Turkey and the provinces thay will be
allowed to work in was effected by articles 4, 5 and 7 of the “Regulation
on Work Permits of Foreigners under Temporary Protection” In this
context, foreigners under temporary protection cannot be employed
without a work permit, and in order to obtain a work permit, they can
apply to the Ministry of Labor and Social Security for permission to
work six months after the date of temporary protection registration.

Work permit applications will be made by the employer through the
e-Government Gateway. In the cases of foreigners working in seasonal
agriculture or animal husbandry, they have work permit exemptions.
Applications for exemption must be made to provincial governorships. The
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subject foreigners can get work permits from the provinces that they are
allowed to stay in. Foreigners under temporary protection can be granted
work permit and work permit exemption for up to one year at a time.

Jobs, Fees and Employment quota

Foreigners under temporary protection can work in whatever job
they think fit for their skills and vocational training and receive a work
permit. Foundations with recognized tax exemptions can also apply to
the Ministry of Labor and Social Security to employ these foreigners
within the scope of humanitarian service activities. In addition,
associations, association branches or representative offices, federations,
confederations and non-profit institutions’ branches or representations
in Turkey other than foreign associations and associations with their
centers abroad can also can apply to employ the subject foreigners.

According to Article 10 of the above-mentioned regulation, the employee
cannot be paid less than t he minimum wage for the foreigners under
temporary protection. There are some quotas imposed by the Ministry in
order for the subject foreigner to work in Turkey. First of all, the number
of foreigners to be employed must not exceed 10 per cent of the total
number of Turkish citizens working at the same workplace. In addition
to that, if the workplace proves that it cannot find a Turkish citizen with
the same qualifications to carry out the job within four weeks prior to
the date of the application, then the employment quota may not apply.
Additionally, if the number of employees at the workplace is less than ten,
only one foreigner under temporary protection is allowed to be employed.

Labor Law and Social Security

In Turkey Labor Law no: 4857 regulates all the rights and responsibilities
relating totheworking conditions and working environment of the workers
employed under an employment contract with the employers (http:/
www.mevzuat.gov.tr/mevzuatmetin/1.5.4857.pdf). In the same context,
foreigners under temporary protection who are working for the same
employerarealsoentitledtotherightsandresponsibilitiesofTurkishcitizens.

In addition, the Social Insurance and General Health Insurance Law
No. 5510 is in force to secure persons in terms of social insurance
and general health insurance; to determine the persons to benefit
from these insurance and the rights to be provided, the conditions
for benefiting from these rights, and the methods of financing and
covering them; to regulate the procedures and principles regarding
the functioning of social insurance and general health insurance
(http://www.resmigazete.gov.tr/eskiler/2006/06/20060616-1.htm).
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Employment and Vocational Counseling Service

Everyone can benefit from employment and vocational counseling
services provided that they are registered with iSKUR. An employment and
vocational counseloris a person who advises people who are in the process
of choosing a job and career, who is looking for a job, who wants to change
his/her profession, who want to improve themselves. These persons
can recommend open job positions to registered job seeking persons in
accordancewiththeirskillsand aptitudesand bringtheemployerandthejob
seekertogether(http:/www.iskur.gov.tr/tr-tr/isarayan/danismanlik.aspx).
Syrians under temporary protection can also benefit from these services.

Job Seeking and Job Placement

Personal efforts must be spent in Turkey in order to find work suitable
to the present abilities and skills. For this purpose, the Syrians can seek
for jobs by registering with iISKUR, and they can also get jobs through
private employment bureaus. (Please see below link for detailed
information. http:/www.iskur.gov.tr/en-US/ozelistihdamburolari/
acikkapaliburolistesi.aspx) In addition to this; one can find ajob by following
daily newspapers and human resources appendices, by reviewing open job
advertisements on the internet, or by visiting employment fairs held in
some of the cities. In addition, in some internet sites (such as kariyer.net,
yenibiris.com, secretcv.com, linkedin.com) opportunities to find a job are
created by either uploading a resume or by examining vacant job positions.

Entrepreneurship and Independent Study

In order to support and dissemination of entrepreneurship in Turkey,
and establishment of successful businesses Entrepreneurship
Support Program is carried out by KOSGEB. Those who complete
practical entrepreneurship training can start their business with the
support of the projects they have developed (http:/www.kosgeb.
gov.tr/site/tr/genel/detay/1231/girisimcilik-destek-programi).
According to paragraph 3 of Article 5 of the regulation on working permits
for foreigners under temporary protection, foreigners under temporary
protection who are considering to work independently must apply to the
Ministry of Labor and Social Security themselves for work permits. The
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subject foreigners can complete the establishment procedures on
condition that they have the tax numbers. After that, it is necessary to
obtain a work permit by uploading to the automation system the trade
registry gazette for companies; therelated chamberregistration document
for real person merchants and tradesmen and craftsmen. Availability
of work permit is required when opening a work place and issuing a
working license (Practice Guideline for Work Permits for Foreigners under
Temporary Protection issued by the Ministry of Labor and Social Security).

Income and Tax

Theincomethatrealpersonsearninacalendaryearis subjecttoincome tax.
The taxes and other responsibilities they are obliged to pay for the income
theyearnareregulatedbythelncomeTaxLawno.193 (http:/www.mevzuat.
gov.tr/EvzuatMetin/1.4.193.pdf). Foreigners under temporary protection
who are in an independent working status or who are income owners for a
different reason are also obliged to comply with the provisions of this law.

6. Health System

Healthcare Service all planned works conducted for the purpose of
protecting the well-being of people and communities, treating them when
they are sick, allow disabled people to live independently of others, and
improving the health of the communities are defined as health services.
Health services in our country are presented under 3 basic levels.

According to the Communiqué dated 30 May 2003 and the Circular dated
05 June 2003 issued by the Ministry of Health and the Circularissued by the
Ministry of Health dated 15 August 2003,

The expression of the primary health care institution refers to;
- Government agency infirmaries,

- Community clinic,

- Tuberculosis dispensary,

- Mother and child care and family planning center,

- Medical Center,

- The Social Insurance Institution health station and dispensary.
The expression of the primary private health care institution refers to;

- Private outpatient clinics opened within the scope of Regulation on
Outpatient Diagnosis and Treatment Private Health Institutions.

- Clinics that physicians open individually to perform their profession
freely are outside this scope.
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The expression of the secondary health care institution refers to;
- State Hospitals without education and research hospital,

- Special Branch Hospitals,

- SSK Hospitals and

- Other public institution hospitals.

The expression of the secondary private health care institution refers to;
- Private hospitals licensed according to the Private Hospitals Regulation
- Private medical centers and private branch centers opened within the
scope of Regulation on Outpatient Diagnhosis and Treatment Private Health
Institutions.

The expression of the tertiary health care institution refers to;
- Training and research hospitals,

- Special branch education and research hospitals and

- University hospitals.

Emergency Service Units; are the units providing emergency
medical assistance to the patients who need such assistance,
and located at an area of hospitals and other health institutions
where their access is easy and available for ambulances to pull up.
If a Syrian patient applies for a medical institution for an emergency,
even if there is no “Temporary Protection Identification Certificate”,
he/she will be provided with emergency services. If the patient
without temporary protection identification certificate does not
have an emergency case, the patient will be directed to register
through the Provincial Directorate of Immigration (http:/ohsad.
org/wp- content/uploads/2015/09/suriye_saglik_algorithm.pdf ).

The Syrians, who have temporary protection identity certificates, can
directly apply to the health institutions and can also make an appointment
from the ministry-affiliated health centers by calling MHRS Call Center of
Ministry of Health's number 182 from home, work, pay and mobile phones.

7. Female-Male Relationships and Family Structure

The Turkish Language Institution defines family as “the smallest unity
within the society, which is based on marriage and blood bonds, formed
by relations between the wife, husband, children and siblings”. Article 41
of the Constitution of Republic of Turkey, adopted in 1982, with the title
of Protection of the Family states that “The family is the foundation of
the Turkish society and is based on equality between the spouses” and
“Government takes required measures and establishes the organization to
ensure family peace and prosperity and in particular the mother and child
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protection and teaching and implementation of family planning”. As it
can be understood from this article, the importance given to the family
institution in our country and the fact that the relations between the
family members are formed in a healthy manner and the new generations
are developed in this formation is the primary duty of the state.

In the Republic of Turkey, especially with the rapid increase in
migration to cities from rural areas along with industrialization in
the 1950s, some changes have occurred in the family structure. The
transformation of the family structure, which is known as the larger
family especially in the rural area into the core family structure in the
cities and the shrinking of the families as father, mother and children
is a result of this change. Of course, the process of urbanization has
not only changed the family structure but also the family members to
carry on their lives by assuming certain responsibilities in urban life.

At the same time, women’s playing an active role in social life in this
process has improved equality of women and men which also specified
in our constitution both in the home environment and in the social and
economic environment. Along with this development in 2000, several
laws have been enacted and put into practice by the state for the rights
of disadvantaged groups. “Law No. 6284 on the Protection of the

FamilyandthePreventionofViolence AgainstWomen”isalawadoptedbythe
Grand National Assembly of Turkey on 08 March 2012 in this sense. This law
has been designed with the aim to avert from the family specifically women
andchildrentoliveintheenvironmentofviolenceandletthemlivetheirlives
while respecting their rights and freedomes. It is aimed here removing not
only thephysicalviolence,butalsothe psychologicaland economicviolence.

In addition to Law No. 6284 “Law No. 5395 on Child Protection” is also a
law adopted by the Grand National Assembly of Turkey on 03 July 2005.
As it can be said by looking at the name, this is a law designed to ensure
children, who are regarded as family members, to grow in a healthy
environment where their rights and freedoms are respected. With Alo
183 Social Support Line, whose infrastructure was undertaken by Family
and Social Policies Provincial Directorate, a platform for informing and
directing the Family, Children, Disabled, Elderly, Martyr’s relatives and
veterans and where the rights of this group is observed was established.
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The main focus of all these studies, with the importance given to the
family institution in our country, to ensure that the individuals who
make up the family live in an environment where there is no violence
and fundamental rights and freedoms are observed in equality.

Family Structure and Family-Oriented Services in Turkey

The family is the smallest unity in society that is based on marriage
and blood relationships between wife, husband and children.
Family is the most basic element in the functions of the individual
and society. The family is the primary place that meets the basic
needs of nutrition, care, love, emotional development, psychological
development, education, gaining cultural values and maintaining healthy
mental development, which is an important part of the individual's life.

The families are divided into groups according to their structural
characteristics. In one group the families are classified according to
their size, while in another group they are classified according to their
settlement. According to their size, families are divided into two as
broad families and core families. According to the settlement places,
families are classified as rural family, shanty family and urban family.

Marriage forms the basis of the family in Turkey. Marriage in our country is
regulated by the Civil Code. Marriage takes place with wedding. Wedding is
an official marriage contract made in front of witnesses. According to our
laws, men and women in Turkey can be married to only one person at the
same time. Every man or woman who has completed 17 years of age has the
capacity of marriage. However, marriage of people who have reached age of
17 but has not reached age 0f 18, that is those who have not reached the age
of majority is possible with the permission of their legal representatives.

Within the marriage unity where there is protection of the marriage unity,
respect, love, mutual trust and a sense of protecting and supervising each
other the happiness of the spouses and children flourishes. The protection
of the marriage union is mainly the duty of the spouses. However, the state
has also taken some measures to ensure the formation of a healthy society
and to protect and supervise the family, which is the very beginning of the
way to healthy community. In various articles of the Constitution of the
Republic of Turkey following expressions which emphasize the importance
of the family are included; “The family is the foundation of Turkish society.
It is based on equality between spouses. Everyone has the right to ask
for respect for his/her personal life and family life. Confidentiality of
private life and family life is untouchable. The Government takes required
measures and establishes the organization to ensure family peace and
prosperity and in particular the mother and child protection and teaching
and implementation of family planning” In the event that the obligations
arising from marriage unity are not fulfilled by the spouses or if they are.
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inconsistent with an important matter related to the marriage union, the
parties may apply to the Turkish courts and request the intervention of
the judge. The judge warns the spouses about their obligations, tries to
reconcile them, and takes the precautions that he/she deems necessary

The Turkish family structure has undergone various changes and
transformations due to migration, poverty, social values, technology and
women entering into working life. It is seen as a result despite all the
changes and transformations; Turkish society continues to preserve both
contemporary and traditional characteristics in the family structure. These
characteristics include solidarity, cooperation, marriage system and the
role of the women as mothers.

Domestic Violence / Violence Against Women

The foundation of marriage is based on the coexistence of love, compassion
and emotion for each other and for their children. The absence of this
emotional climate and coexistence signifies lack of a healthy marriage
relationship and moreover physical or mental unjust treatment in terms of
spouses and children living in the home.

In general; domestic violence is the domination or harm by a family
member, physically, psychologically, sexually or economically to one of the
other members of the family. All kinds of behaviors conducted by one of
the spouses against the other spouse or children, the relatives living in the
same house, or conducted by a relative living in the same house against
other individuals living in the house which include threats, oppression and
control; that causes physical, sexual, economic or psychological harm and
causes suffering should be considered domestic violence. It is a fact that
women and children in particular face domestic violence.

The bodies where women can apply when they are exposed to violence or
are at risk and likelihood of being subjected to violence are as follows:

- Republic of Turkey Ministry of Family and Social Policies Alo 183 line

- SONIM (Violence Prevention and Monitoring Center) Directorate

- Health institutions

- Law enforcement officers Police 155 line, Gendarmerie 156 line

- Public prosecutor’s office

- Women counseling centers serving through local authorities

- Counseling and legal aid centers established by bar associations on this
issue

- Non-governmental organizations such as as sociations, foundations etc.
established to carry out works on this field
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Syrian women do not know what to do where to complain when they are
subjected to violence. However, since the Law on Protecting the Family and
the Prevention of Violence Against Women No. 6284 will be also applied to
foreigners, Syrian women can also complain within the scope of this law
and benefit from women'’s protection mechanisms.

Syrians do not know what kind of legal process thay have to follow when
they want to divorce in Turkey. Divorce of persons having the same
citizenship is subject to their own law, but since the Syrians stay in Turkey
under temporary protection, pursuant to article 4 of the 5718 numbered
private international law and Procedural Law, divorce requests are being
adjudicated with the application of Turkish Law. There is no problem in
applying to Turkish courts.

Alo 183 line calls related to women, children, disabled, and elderly are taken
into consideration. Cases of negligence, abuse or violence or informing
in the nature of measures for the prevention of honor killings shall be
communicated to emergency response team responsible and the law
enforcement bodies in the related province by considering the emergency
of the circumstance.

Violence Prevention and Monitoring Center (SONiM) Defined as “Centers
where empowering and supportive counseling, guidance and monitoring
services are provided for effective implementation of prevention of
violence and protective and preventive measures, where adequate and
necessary staff are employed and preferably female staff are employed,
and work is carried out on a basis of seven days and twenty four hours”.
Women who are found to be in need for shelter and their children, if any,
are placed in the first admission units. Women and their children, if any,
who are deemed qualified for placement in the guesthouse by SONIM
can be placed directly in the Guesthouses for later retrieval of required
documents.

Women’s Guest Houses / Shelters: These are the places where women
who are exposed physically, emotional, sexual, economical and verbal
abuse or violence can stay with their children, if any, and meet their needs
temporarily for their protection from violence, solving and strengthening
their psycho-social and economic problems.

Women'’s guesthouses provide services in the areas of security, counseling,
guidance, psychological, legal and medical support, temporary financial
assistance, support for employment, kindergarten for children, vocational
training course, group work, scholarship for children and social, artistic and
sportsactivities. Itis ensured by law that allwomen and theiraccompanying
children who are under or at risk of suffering violence, without any
discrimination, can benefit from the services of the guesthouse.
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Family Counseling Center: These are the institutions for the development
and strengthening of the family; providing protective, preventive,
educative, developmental, guiding and rehabilitative services for the
development of participatory, productive, self-sufficient and problem-
solving capacities of individuals.

Women Counseling Center: These are the units where women who are

physically, emotionally, sexually and economically abused and who are at
risk of suffering the same can receive legal information and psychological
counseling free of charge, in person or by telephone in order to inform,
raise awareness, support, strengthen women.

Youth Centers; these are the institutions affiliated to Youth Sports
Provincial Directorates and Municipalities that carry out activities to
provide youth with the opportunity to utilize their free times within the
scope of social, cultural, artistic and sportive activities in the direction
of their inter ests, desires, and skills to ensure their participation in the
society as active citizens, and to protect young people from harmful habits.
If there is interest and desire in the activities of the youth center, member
subscriptions of individuals younger than 12 years of age and older than 24
years of age can be made with the condition they would be exempted from
the competitions. However, individuals younger than 7 years of age and
older than 26 years of age cannot be enrolled.

Applicable Taxes

Tax system in Turkey is in the multi taxation system classification. The
tax classification that constitutes the Turkish tax system is divided into
three groups. These are: Taxes on Income, Taxes on Expenditures, Taxes on
Wealth.

Income Taxes: There are two types of income taxes; personal income tax
and corporate income tax. Within the scope of personal income tax, the
amounts that individuals earn during the year, their individual income are
subject to taxation. The personal income tax rates range from 15% to 35%.
According to the Income Tax Law, the following items are considered as
income;
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Taxpayers are divided into full taxpayers and limited taxpayers:

Eull taxpayers: These are the individuals residing in Turkey and staying in
Turkey for more than six consecutive months in a calendar year. Taxation is
made on all of the incomes that these people earn.

Limited taxpayers: These are the individuals not residing in Turkey and not
staying in Turkey for more than six consecutive months in a calendar year.
They are only taxed on income and revenues earned in Turkey.

Corporate income tax, taxation on income earned by corporations.
Corporate tax ration collected from commercial profits is 20% in Turkey.
The corporate tax taxpayers as specified in the law are:

Taxes on Expenditures are as follows:

Goods and services that are imported into the country and deliveries of
goods and services created through other activities are subject to VAT, and
the applicable VAT rates are; 1%, 8% and 18%.

There are four main product groups subject to Special Consumption Tax
(SCT):

1.Petroleum products, natural gas, machine oils, solvent and solvent
derivatives
2.Automobiles and other vehicles, motorcycles, planes, helicopters, yachts
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3.Tobacco and tobacco products, alcoholic beverages
4.Luxury consumer goods

The Banking and Insurance Procedure Tax applies to income earned by
banks. The tax rateis usually 5%. Stamp taxis applied to various documents
including contracts, debt securities, letters of credit, letters of guarantee,
financial statements, capital contributions and payrolls.

Taxes on Wealth: There are three kinds of asset / wealth tax:
1.Real estate tax,

2.Motor vehicle tax,

3.Inheritance and transfer tax.

Taxes levied on buildings, apartments and land are within the scope of real
estate tax. Motor vehicle tax is determined according to the age of the
vehicle and the engine volume each year. Inheritance and transfer tax rate
is between 1-30%.

9. Local Authorities

Local authorities are the units that govern the constitutionally defined,
city-lined territories. The directors of the units are determined by elections.
Local authority units are;

- Special Provincial Administration
- Municipal Administration
- Village Administration

These units serve to meet the needs of people in their social life. The
municipalities deal with issues such as infrastructure and superstructure
problems, environmental cleanup, zoning and settlement, cultural and
artistic activities, education, health, transportation. Mukhtars provide
health care arrangements, the access of laws to the public, and the
establishment of gathering and help centers for natural disasters. Special
Provincial Administration deals with aid and investment issues.

Special Provincial Administration

It has a separate public legal entity. On the other hand, the provincial
general administration represents the state’s legal entity. Due to the fact
that it is a local authority, the decision-making bodies take office upon
election by the people living in that region. The organs constituting the
administration of the special provincial administration; provincial general
assembly, provincial board and governor.
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Provincial General Assembly

The provincial general assembly is the decision-making body of the special
provincial administration and consists of members elected by the voters
on the basis of the principles and procedures shown in the relevant law.
The provincial general assembly convenes at the appointed day and at
the appointed meeting place on the first week of each month, except for
a monthly holiday to be determined by the provincial general assembly.
The duration of the meeting which coincides with the budget meeting
is maximum twenty days, and the duration of the other meetings is
maximum five days. Meetings of the provincial general assembly are open.
The president of the provincial general assembly, when he/she deems
necessary in case of emergency, may call the provincial general assembly
for a meeting not more than three times a year and not lasting more than
one session. The finalized provincial general assembly decision summaries
willbe announced to the publicin various ways within the latest seven days
following the meeting. The duties and authorities of the Provincial General
Assembly are:

- To discuss and make decisions on the strategic plan and investment and
work programs, the special provincial administration activities and the
performance criteria of its personnel.

- Accepting the budget and finalaccount, transferring between the units of
budgeted enterprise coding and the first level of functional classification.
- To discuss and make decisions on the development plans of the provincial
environmental plan and development plans of regions outside the
provincial municipality borders except for the Metropolitan Municipalities,
which share the same borders with the province.

- Deciding on to become indebted.

- Deciding on establishing partnerships subject to the Turkish Commercial
Codewiththein-budgetbusinessesandwithdrawalfromsuchpartnerships,
increasing capital and establishing a real estate investment partnership.

- Permitting to purchase, sell, swap, allocate, change the allocation type,
or make an allocated immovable into a revenue; to decide on hiring them
out not more than three years and establishment of limited real rights on
them for not more than twenty five years.

- Accepting conditional donations.

- Deciding on granting privileges on behalf of the special provincial
administration and realizing the investments of special provincial
administration through the build-operate or build-operate-transfer
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models,andthe privatization of the companies, enterprises and subsidiaries
belonging to the special provincial administration.

- To elect members of the board and expertise commissions.

- To accept the regulations to be issued by the special provincial
administration.

- To decide the creation, cancellation and amendment of the cadres of
special provincial administration and its affiliated organizations within the
framework of norm cadre.

- To decide on mutual cooperation with the local administrations and local
administration associations in Turkey and abroad.

- To decide on establishing associations with other local authorities, to join
or leave the established associations.

- To determine the tariffs to be applied for services subject to the request
of concerned other than the duties and services assigned by law to the
special provincial administration.

Provincial Board

Theprovincialboardisthedecision-makingand executivebodyofthespecial
provincial administration. Provincial board; consists of five members to be
elected by the provincial general assembly each year among its members
by secret ballot, and five members to be elected by the governor each
year among the unit supervisors, one of whom is financial services unit
supervisor, and the governor as the chairman. The duties and authorities
of the Board are:

- To review the budget and the final account together with the strategic
planandthe annualwork program andto submit an opinionto the provincial
general assembly.

- To take and implement the expropriation decisions related to the works
included in the annual work program.

- To determine where to spend Unforeseen expenses allowance.

- Transfer between the second level of the functional classification of the
budget.

- To apply the punishments stipulated by law.

- To decide peaceful settlement of disputes for the amounts up to five
billion Turkish Liras other than taxes, duties and charges.

- To implement the decisions about the sale, exchange and allocation of
immovable property, to decide to rent them out up to three years.
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- To determine the opening and closing times of public places outside the
municipality boundaries.

- To express opinions on matters referred by the governor.

- To perform other duties required by law.

Governor

The governoristhe head and representative of the legalentity of the special
provincial administration. If the Governor deems appropriate he/she may
transfer some of his/her duties and authorities to the his/her deputies, to
the special provincialadministration officers with administrative capacities
and district governors in the districts. The duties and authorities of the
Governor are:

-Todirect and manage the organization of special provincialadministration
as the supreme head of the special provincial administration organization
and to protect the rights and interests of the special provincial
administrations.

- To manage the special provincial administration in accordance with the
strategic plan, to create theinstitutionalstrategies of the special provincial
administrations, to prepare and implement the budget, the performance
criteria of the special provincial administration activities and personnel in
accordance with these strategies, to monitor and evaluate them and to
submit reports related thereto to the assembly.

- To represent the special provincial administration in State offices and
ceremonies, as plaintiff or defendant, at the places of jurisdiction, or
appointing a proxy.

- To perform the presidency of the provincial board.

-Tomanagethe movableandimmovable properties of the special provincial
administration.

- To follow and collect income and receivables of special provincial
administrations.

- To enter into contracts on condition that by taking the decisions of
competent bodies.

- To implement the provincial general assembly and board decisions.

- To implement the budget, to make the transfers outside the authority of
the assembly and the board.
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- To appoint staff of special provincial administration.

-Toinspectthe special provincialadministration’s affiliates and businesses.
- To accept unconditional donations.

- To take necessary precautions for the peace, well-being, health and
happiness of the people of the province.

- To use allowance set aside for the poor and needy in the budget.

-To perform duties and to use the authorities given to the special provincial
administration by law and not requiring the provincial general assembly or
provincial board decree.

Municipal Administration

Municipalities are local units established to meet the common, local
needs and services of the people of a town. The duties, authorities and
responsibilities of the Metropolitan Municipality, which is included in
Article 7 of the Metropolitan Municipality Law No. 5216 are as follows:

- To prepare the metropolitan municipality’s strategic plan, annual targets,
investment programs and budget accordingly by taking the opinions of the
district and first level municipalities.

- To make, get made, approve and implement the master develop

ment plan in every scale between 1/5.000 and 1/25.000 within the borders
of metropolitan municipality and adjacent area, provided that it is in
line with the environmental plan; to approve as they are or by changing
and inspect the implementation of the development plans, the changes
thereto, subdivision plans and development and rehabilitation plans of
the municipalities in the metropolitan city in accordance with the master
development plan; to make or get made the implementation development
plans and subdivision plans of the districts and first level municipalities that
do not prepare the implementation development plans and subdivision
plans within one year from the date when the master development plan
enters into force.

- To make the development plans, subdivision plans in every scale related
to the projects, construction, maintenance and repair works required by
the duties and services assigned to the metropolitan municipality by laws,
to carry out allkinds of development implementations and licensing, to use
the authorities granted to the municipalities in Anti-Squatting Law No. 775
dated 20 July 1966.
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- Licensing and inspecting the workplaces in the areas that are con
structed and operated by the Metropolitan Municipality,andthe placestobe
operated in the areas that are under the responsibility of the metropolitan
municipality.

- To use the authorities stated in articles 69 and 73 of the of the Municipal
Law.

- To make or get made the metropolitan transportation main plan and to
implement it; to plan and coordinate transportation and public transport
services; to determine all kinds of services and public transportation
vehicles operated on land, sea, water and railway as well as taxi quantities,
ticket fees and tariffs, time and routes; to determine, operate, get
operated, or rent stops, car parking spaces on main roads, roads, avenues,
squares and similar places; to carry out all the work required by the traffic
regulation that are assigned to the municipalities by laws.
-Toconstruct,getconstructed, maintainand repairthesquares, boulevards,
streets and main roads within the authorization area of the metropolitan
municipality and to set up obligations related to the buildings facing to
these places in accordance with urban design projects; to identify the
places where announcement and advertising will be posted and their shape
and size; to assign names and numbers to squares, boulevards, streets and
roads, and numbers to the buildings on them.

- To establish geographical and urban information systems.

-To ensure the protection of the environment, agricultural areas and water
basins in accordance with the principle of sustainable development; to
carry out afforestation; to collect non-sanitary enterprises, entertainment
places, other establishments that have an impact on public health and the
environment in certain places of the city; to determine storage areas and
sales sites of construction materials and old stocks, excavation land, debris,
sand and gravel storage areas, wood and coal sales and storage areas, taking
measures to prevent environmental pollution in their transportation; to
make and get made metropolitan city solid waste management plan; to
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perform the services related to recycling, storage and disposal of solid
wastes and excavation land except for the collection of solid wastes at
the source and transportation to the transfer station, and to establish,
get established, operate, get operated facilities for this purpose; to carry
out services related to industrial and medical wastes, to establish, get
established, operate, get operated facilities required for this purpose;
to collect, get collected, and refine wastes of marine vessels and make
necessary arrangements in this sense.

-Tolicense and inspect first class non-sanitary enterprises, including those
related to food, to establish and operate laboratories to conduct food and
beverage analyses.

- To perform community policing services in areas where the metropolitan
municipality is authorized or operate.

- To construct, get constructed, operate, get operated or license passenger
and cargo terminals, parking garages and lots.

- To build, get build, operate, get operated social facilities, area parks, zoos,
animal shelters, libraries, museums, sports, recreation, entertainment
facilities and the like that serve the integrity of the metropolitan city; to
provide amateur sports clubs with necessary materials and to provide
necessary support, to organize sports competitions among amateur teams,
to give rewards to the athletes who have achieved a high level of success
or rank in national and international competitions with municipal council
decision.

- To construct buildings and facilities for health, education and cultural
services when necessary, to perform all kinds of maintenance, repair of
buildings that belong to state institutions and organizations related to
these services and to provide necessary material support.

- To ensure the preservation of the cultural and natural properties and
the places and their functions that are important in terms of historical
fabric and urban history, to carry out their maintenance and repair for this
purpose, to perform reconstruction of the ones that are impossible to be
protected in compliance with its authenticity.

- To carry out the public transport services in the metropolitan area and to
establish, get established, operate or get operated the necessary facilities
for this purpose and to license the public transportation vehicles including
taxis and service vehicles in the land and sea within the borders of the city.
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- To carry out water and sewage services, to establish, get established
and operate necessary dams and other facilities for this; to carry out
rehabilitation of the streams; to market the spring waters or waters
produced by treatment.

- To determine cemetery areas, to establish cemeteries, to operate, get
operated, to carry out services related to burials.

- To construct, get constructed, operate, get operated all kinds of
wholesales market and slaughterhouses, and to license and inspect the
special marketplaces and slaughterhouses that will be built in the places
shown in the development plan.

- To make plans and other preparations for natural disasters in the
metropolitan areainaccordance with the plans made at the provincial level,;
to provide tools, materials and supplies support to other disaster areas
when necessary; to carry out fire brigade and emergency relief services;
to determine explosive and combustible material production and storage
places, to inspect housings, workplaces, entertainment places, factories
and industrial establishments and public institutions in terms of measures
to be taken against fire and other disasters and to provide permits and
licenses required by the legislation in this respect.

- To carry out and develop health centers, hospitals, mobile health units
and all sorts of social and cultural services for adults, elderly, disabled,
women, youth and children and to establish social facilities for this
purpose, to open, operate or get operated courses for profession and skill
acquisition, to cooperate with universities, colleges, vocational schools,
public institutions and nhon-governmental organizations.

- To establish, get established, operate or get operated central heating
systems.

- To evacuate and destroy buildings that carry risks in terms of disaster or
which create danger to safety of life and property.
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Metropolitan municipalities are obliged to use the powers specified in
subparagraph (c) of the first paragraphin accordance with the development
plans and communicate them with the relevant municipality. Metropolitan
municipalities can transfer their duties that they see fit to the district and
first level municipalities with the decision of the municipal council. The
duties and authorities of the district and first level municipalities are:

- To perform the duties and to use the authorities other than those
exclusively assigned to the metropolitan municipality by law and to
perform the duties other than those listed in the first paragraph.

- To collect the solid wastes and transport them to the transfer station in
accordance with the metropolitan solid waste management plan.

-To license and inspect sanitary workplaces, 2nd and 3rd class non-sanitary
enterprises, public recreation and entertainment places.

- From the services mentioned in the first paragraph; to use the authorities
given to the municipalities by the Anti-Squatting Law No: 775, to construct
parking spaces, sports, recreation and entertainment places and parks;
to provide social and cultural services for the elderly, disabled, women,
youth and children; to open vocational training and skills courses; to build,
maintain and repair health, education, culture facilities and buildings and
to protect cultural and natural assets and historical textures; to provide
services related to the development of places and their functions that are
important in terms of urban history.

- Conduct burial related services.

Village Administration

The organs of the village administration; village association, village council
and village headmen.

Village Association

Village association is defined in Village Law numbered 442 as a community
of male and female villagers who are entitled to elect village headman and
village council members. By this definition, it is concluded that women
and men who are over eighteen years old residing in the village are natural
members of the village association. The village association has been given
the authority to decide on specific issues. The duties and authorities of the
Village Association are:
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- To decide to make compulsory work connected to the will of the villagers,
- To elect the village headman and village council members among villager
women and men,

- To elect an authorized representative of the village legal entity in case the
village headman and village councilmembers are engaged in a lawsuit with
the legal entity of the village.

Village Council

The village council is the decision-making body whose members are
elected by the village association, where decisions regarding the village
administration are taken. Election of members of the village council is
carried out at local authority elections held every five years. In order to be
elected as a member of the village council, it is required to have been living
in that village at least six months, to complete the age of 25, to be a Turkish
citizen and not to carry any condition that inhibit to stand for election
pursuant to the provisions of Law 2972 on Election of Local Administrations
and Neighborhood Mukhtar and Village Councils and other laws referred
to in this law. To be elected as a member primary school graduation is not
required, it is enough to be literate. The village council assembles at least
once a week. The duties and authorities of the Village Council are:

- To discuss about villagers’ works and to decide which works are directly
to be performed by the villagers and which ones to be outsourced,

- To purchase the immovables within the boundaries of the village at the
market price, if necessary, in order to carry out compulsory and optional
works in articles 13 and 14 of the Village Law,

- To allocate vacant land within the boundaries of the village to the villagers
who do not have land or otherwise arid lands, and to buy land whose use
authority have passed to subdivision treasury or to other offices and
allocate them to whom have no land and charge its price to the village fund
in installments,

- To decide on how many days the villager will work,

- To collect money from the well-off villagers and those who are related to
thevillage, to decide on the amount of money to be collected and to decide
on objections to this,

- To apply for the change of village boundaries,

- To make a chart showing the fees to be paid for the documents to be
sealed,
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- To ensure that village money is spent in place and that there is no
corruption together with the village headmen,

- To apply fines to those who do not perform compulsory works belonging
to thevillagers specified in the 13th article of the Village Law,

- To decide on hiring of the village guards,

- To punish the village guards who fail to perform their duty properly or
when they carry out works forbidden for them by warning, reprimand and
dismissal,

- To decide on making the Village Settlement Plan, selling the parcels
registered in the name of the village legal entity in accordance with the
plan made to the needy people resident in the village and registered in the
village,

- To carry out all kinds of affairs of the villager that can be settled with the
reconciliation of the two sides.

Village Headman

Thevillage headman is the head of the village administration and the village
council. According to the Village Law; it is the village headman’s right to say
thingsin village affairs, to give orders and to make his/her orders be carried
out. The village headman is selected by the village association among the
women and men villagers. The conditions of standing for village council
election are also apply to the election of the village headman. Duties and
Authorities of the Village Headman are divided into two as government
and village works. Government Works; includes the duties and authorities
given to the village headman in order to implement general administrative
proceduresinthevillage. Toannounce the government ordersin thevillage,
to fulfill the duties assigned to him/her by laws and other legislation,
to preserve the peace and order in the village, to inform the population
administration of the birth, death, marriage and divorce of the inhabitants
of the village, to inform the competent authorities about the criminal and
military fugitives, helping and guiding the government officials visiting
the village are among these duties. Village works consist of the following
items:

- To perform and have done the compulsory works assigned by the Village
Law to the villagers in consultation with the village council,

- To give advice villagers on the optional works left to the discretion of the
villagers in the Village Law, so that they can be done,

- To invite the villagers for work after consulting with the village council,

- To collect the money to be spent for village works by Village Council
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decision,

- After collecting the money to be spent on village affairs, to give orders to
spend it,

- To account for the spent money to the Village Council on the beginning of
the next month,

- To send a proxy to the court if he desires to participate in village affairs
both as a plaintiff and as an opponent,

- To call the village council for meeting,

- To request the arrangement of the Village Settlement Plan from the
civilian authority that the village is affiliated to,

- To managevillage men, such as guards and cowman, in cases where public
order requires enforcement, to appoint volunteer village guards upon the
decision of the village council and obtaining the approval of the district
governor.

10. Justice and Security System Elements and Emergency Numbers

Police: It is a kind of law enforcement public officer, who is responsible
for protecting public order, the life, property and fundamental rights and
freedoms of the citizen. In cases where basic rights and freedoms are
violated, “ALO 155 Police Emergency” line can be called free of charge to
get support.

Gendarmerie: It is a kind of military police force in the country, especially
in rural settlements, who is responsible for maintaining general security
and public order, ensuring the fulfillment of governmental orders and legal
regulations. It can be reached free of charge from “ALO 156 Gendarmerie”
line.

Emergency: It is a free type of health service providing emergency medical
care services with the number of “112 Emergency Service” for various
health problems, traffic accidents, injuries, landslips, explosions and similar
situations. In addition, by calling 112 Emergency Service Number one can
get support for other Emergency Situations.

YiMER (Foreigners Communication Center)

The Foreigners Communication Center (YIMER 157), established on
August 20, 2015, for foreigners to find answers to all questions on issues
such as visas, residence permits, international protection and temporary
protection. It also provides service 24 hours a day, seven days a week
in Turkish, English, Arabic, Russian, German and Persian languagesfor
detection of human trafficking victims and as relief and report line for the
rescue operations of immigrant smuggling victim foreigners at sea.
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Other Emergency Numbers:

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SABIM (Ministry of Health Communication Center)

The Ministry of Health Communication Center (SABiM) has started to
provide services 24/7 since JanuaryO1, 2004.

Courts

These are the places where proceedings are handled which may vary
according to the structure of the society and culture and authorized to
ensure justice in civil, judicial or administrative matters legal disputes
between the parties (trials) in accordance with the rule of law in order to
enable the society to live in tranquility and peace and maintainits socialand
cultural development. In our country;

- Judiciary - Judicial Courts

- Administrative Justice - Administrative Courts

- Dispute Courts

- The Constitutional Court has been assigned on various issues.

Judiciary - Judicial Courts

Supreme Court (High Court): Its duty is to review and finalize the decisions
through the unification of case-law for the decisions of persistence made
by courts against the reversing decisions of Supreme Court chambers and
if one of the chambers of the Supreme Court wants to reverse its decision,
if they have made decisions that do not comply each other for similar cases.
There are Civiland Criminal Chambers.
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Civil Chambers

Civil Chamber of first Instance: Regardless of the value and amount of the
matter of the case, the courtin charge of property rights, in cases involving
personal property, is the court of first instance unless otherwise provided.
Civil Courts of Peace Except for the provisions regarding the evacuation
of leased immovables by execution without judgement according to the
Execution and Bankruptcy Law dated June 9, 1932 and numbered 2004,
they are in charge of lawsuits related to all disputes, including receivables
arising from the rent relationship, and lawsuits filed against these, lawsuits
on the sharing movable and immovable property or the right and the
elimination of the partnership, lawsuits on only protection of possession
for movable and immovable property, other cases on which civil court of
peace or civil court of peace judge is assigned by this law or other laws.

Special (Specialized) Courts: Courts dealing with special areas. Business,
Trade, Family, Maritime, Cadastre, Intellectual and Industrial Rights,
Enforcement Courts.

Criminal Chambers

Penal Chambers: They are in charge of cases whose penalty is at least 10
years and the upper limit is aggravated life imprisonment.

Criminal Court of First Instances: The court responsible for the cases with
a lower limit of 2 years.

Criminal Courts of Peace: Responsible for cases up to two years, or cases
that are not under the jurisdiction of the assize courts and the criminal
courts of first instance.

Juvenile courts: responsible for cases of crimes committed by Children age
of between 12 and 18

Administrative Justice - Administrative Courts

Court of Accounts (Financial issues High Court): It oversees the public
institutions and the socialsecurityinstitutionsin terms of financialaspects.
Council of State (Administrative issues High Court): Oversees the
administration by judiciary.

District Administrative Courts: Supreme Board of Administrative Courts.

Administrative Courts: Responsible for the cases on state administration
dispositions and actions.
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Tax Courts: They are tax courts as befits the name.

As stated in the Provisional Protection Regulation dated October 22,2014,
persons under the “Temporary Protection” application can benefit from
basic rights and services such as health, education, social assistance and
translation.

Right to Information

Tight to Information; is the right of individuals to access the information
possessed by public institutions and organizations due to their duties. In
addition to the applications made by the individuals to the administration
pursuant to “Right to Information Act No:4982" and “Regulation on the
Principles and Procedures for the Application of the Right to Information
Law", this right also includes access to certain information and documents
by the initiative of the administration. In this respect, individuals and
legal entities may apply electronically by way of petitions to the related
organization, provided that the identity and the signature or the person can
be determined. It is mandatory to write TR. Identification number on the
applications to be made electronically or by fax - they can apply to public
institutions and organizations.

Following the applications, the relevant public institutions and
organizations respond to the petitioner within 15 working days or within
30 working days in exceptional cases. The applicant may appealto the Right
to Information Assessment Board (BEDK) within 15 days after the serving
of the decision for the ones responded within the legal period (15 working
days) and within 15 days after the expiration of the legal period for the ones
that are not responded within the legal period. The appeal shall be decided
upon within 30 working days by the Board.

11. Acquiring Citizenship, Important Considerations Involving Foreigners
Legal basis of Turkish citizenship

Turkish citizenship is defined by constitution and law. According to Article
66 of the Constitution of the Republic of Turkey, “anyone bound to the
Turkish state through the bond of citizenship is Turk” and “citizenship
is acquired under the conditions specified by law and lost only in cases
specified by law”. Turkish Citizenship Law No. 5901 shows how to obtain
and lose Turkish citizenship. Citizenship related services are carried out by
Population and Citizenship Affairs General Directorate which is affiliated
to Ministry of Interior in accordance with Law No. 5901 and the procedures
specified in the regulation for the implementation of the said
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law. Transactions such as birth, death, marriage and divorce, and acquiring
and losing citizenship, application for citizenship, name denomination by
the mentioned Directorate.

Acquisition of Turkish citizenship

According to current legal regulations, Turkish citizenship can be earned at
birth or later. In both cases, it is necessary to comply with the conditions
indicated in the law.

- Acquisition of Turkish citizenship at birth: Citizenship at birth is
automatically acquired, and citizenship acquired in this way is effective
fromthe moment of birth. Paternity or birth placeisthebasis foracquisition
of citizenship at birth. The child to be accepted as a citizen on the basis of
the paternity should born on Turkish citizen mother or father. Regardless
of the birth taking place inside or outside wedlock inside or outside the
borders of Turkey. Children born out of marriage unity between Turkish
citizen mother and foreign father are also considered to be Turkish citizens.
If the father is a Turkish citizen but the motheris a foreigner and the child is
born out of marriage unity, the procedures and principles that establish the
paternity for the child’s citizenship are taken into consideration. According
totheplaceofbirthitisimportantthatthe child borninTurkey.Accordingly,
child born in Turkey whose mother and father are both foreigners and who
cannot acquire citizenship of any country is considered a citizen of Turkey.
A found child (the child whose mother and father cannot be identified) also
becomes a Turkish citizen from birth.

- Acquisition of Turkish citizenship later on: This happens in several ways.
These can be listed as the Turkish citizenship, which is obtained by the
competent authority decision, the exceptional case, the marriage, the
adoption and the right to vote. A number of conditions must be met for
citizenship to be earned with each of these different ways.

-Therequirements for the acquisition of Turkish citizenship by the decision
of the competent authority are listed in the Law no. 5901. According to
this, foreigners who want to acquire Turkish citizenship should meet the
following conditions;

a) To have mature and distinctive power according to his/her national law
or Turkish law if he/she is stateless,
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b) to reside in Turkey without interruption for five years before the date of
application,

c) confirms with his/her behavior that he/she decided to settle in Turkey,
¢) Not having a disease that constitutes a hazard in terms of general health,
d) Having good morals,

e) Ability to speak Turkish adequately,

f) to have an income or profession that is sufficient to earn his/her and
dependents’ enables livelihood,

g) having no obstacle in terms of national security and public order.

- The acquisition of Turkish citizenship in exceptional cases requires the
recommendation ofthe Ministry of Interiorandthe decision ofthe Councilof
Ministers. The first requirement in this case is that the applicant should not
have an obstacle in terms of national security and public order. In addition
to that, the applicant should be a person who brought industrial facilities
in Turkey or served exceptionally in scientific, technological, economic,
social, sporting, cultural, artistic fields or believed to serve in this regard
and reasoned recommendation made by the related ministries. In addition,
foreigners who are deemed necessary for citizenship and foreigners who
are considered to be immigrants can be exceptionally accepted as citizens.

-The personwho willapply fortheacquisition of Turkish citizenship through
marriage must have been married to a Turkish citizen for at least three
years and his marriage must be still surviving. In this sense, it is necessary
for applicants to carry out the conditions of living in a family union, not
carrying out an activity that is incompatible with marriage union, and not
having an obstacle in terms of national security and public order.

- In order to acquire Turkish citizenship through adoption, the minor must
be adopted by a Turkish citizen. In this case the individual should have no
obstacle in terms of national security and public order. In this way the
adopted person can acquire Turkish citizenship from the decision date.

- For acquiring citizenship through the right to vote, children who lose
their Turkish citizenship in connection with their mother or father who
have been removed from Turkish citizenship with permission can acquire
Turkish citizenship by using their right to vote within three years from the
date they became adults.
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Applying for Turkish Citizenship

Places to apply in order to acquire Turkish citizenship:

- The governorship of the province of residence (the Provincial Population
and Citizenship Directorate)

- Embassies and Consulates of Republic of Turkey abroad.

It is necessary to apply in person or by proxy to the related offices. In order
to apply, the form prepared according to the type of acquiring Turkish
Citizenship must be filled in and other documents must be attached to
the form. Depending on the application type, documents such as photo,
passport, copy of residence or work permit document, marriage, adoption
and birth certificates, medical report etc. should be attached.

Sample forms required to apply for citizenship procedures are at the
website of the General Directorate of Population and Citizenship Affairs
at https:/www.nvi.gov.tr/services/vatandaslik-services/vandandaslik-
formlari. Sample forms are presented below along with their links.

- Re-acquisition of Turkish citizenship and so on.

ThetruenessofthedocumentsandinformationsubmittedfortakingTurkish
citizenship may be investigated by security authorities and other necessary
institutions. Applicants and their spouses who are Turkish nationals may
be subject to an interview. At the end of the process outlined above, the
application file is sent to the Ministry of Interior’'s General Directorate
of Population and Citizenship Affairs for review and final decision. If the
General Directorate finds a deficiency in the file, it may request completion
and positive or negative result is notified after necessary reviews and
investigations are made. Those who apply for citizenship can follow the
status of their application from the web page of the General Directorate of
Population and Citizenship Affairs of the Ministry of Interior. Information
can also be provided to applicants via SMS or e-mail. Applications can be
concluded within a period of 6 months to 2 years.

Calculation of residence time

To reside in Turkey for foreigners, means to live in Turkey according to
Turkish laws. It is necessary to calculate the residence time for foreigners
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who want to acquire Turkish citizenship. For this it is necessary to calculate
the valid residence time according to the different cases of the foreigners.
Below are examples of these situations.

- For the calculation of the residence time of the foreigner in Turkey, the
residence permit issued by the Provincial Immigration Administration
Directorate and the document showing the dates of entry and exit in
Turkey are taken as basis.

- The foreigner who wants to acquire Turkish citizenship can stay abroad
for six months at most within the residence period in question. For the
ones who observe this condition, the time spend outside of Turkey shall
be considered within the residence period. If this is not complied with, the
period of residence will be terminated and the previous residence time of
this date will not be taken into account.

- Cases that will not be considered as valid residence even if the applicant
stays in Turkey are as follows: Staying without legal residence permit or
having the legal residence permit but not demonstrating intentions to
settle in Turkey; applicant refugees or asylum seekers, refugees, staying
with residence permits acquired for purposes such as education, touristic,
escorting to the child receiving education or treatment, or foreign missions
personnel with diplomatic or consul privileges.

Name and Last Name Change

Foreigners who apply to Turkish Citizenship also have the right to have a
first name and a surname in Turkish. However, in order to use this right,
the chosen name and surname must comply with the Turkish alphabet and
the right must be used during the citizenship application. Previous names
and surnames of those who choose Turkish names and surnames in this
way are recorded in their register. These persons may receive certificate of
equivalence. The Certificate of Equivalence of Names, a document showing
information about the former name and surname of the individuals who
acquired Turkish citizenship and information about the decision on granting
them Turkish citizenship, can be obtained by applying district registry
offices.

Cancellation of Citizenship

Turkish Citizenship Law No. 5901 regulates the cancellation of citizenship
and result thereto in articles 31and 32. According to this regulation:

- “Thedecision on granting Turkish citizenship will be cancelled by the
authority who made that decision if it has occurred as a consequence of
false declaration of the interested person or concealing important facts
that constitute the basis for obtaining a citizenship.”

- “Cancellation decision shall be effective from the date of the decision.
Cancellation decision will also apply to the spouse and children who have
obtained Turkish citizenship, depending on the person concerned. “
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It is recommended that foreigners who will apply for Turkish citizenship
pay particular attention to the following aspects;

- The applicant should have no obstacle in terms of national security and
public order.

- The documents presented and the information provided must reflect the
absolute truth. Exaggerated information should be avoided.

- For the applications based on marriage with a Turkish Citizen, having a
child within the marriage unity and having an interest in maintaining the
marriage will constitute a significant advantage.

- When applying, it is useful that information is only received from the
competent authorities and that the guidance of third parties orinstitutions
are not adhered to.

12. Social Aids and Social Services Being Provided to Syrian Citizens under
Temporary Protection Status in Turkey.

In Turkey, Syrian refugees both placed in the temporary accommodation
centers as well as the ones living outside accommodation centers, having
been taken under Temporary Protection after being recorded and given
foreigner identification number beginning with 99 by the Immigration
Administration General Directorate, they may benefit from services
specified in the Temporary Protection Regulation depending on their
needs such as health, education, access to labor market, social assistance
and services, translating and similar services. Again in Article 48 of the
Regulation, those who have special needs (unaccompanied children,
disabled, elderly, pregnant, mothers or fathers with children, or persons
exposed to torture, sexual assault or other serious psychological, physical
or sexual abuse) may benefit from health, rehabilitation, psycho-social
support and allkinds of help and support within the bounds of possibilities.

You can apply to the governorship, district governorship, social assistance
and solidarity foundations (SYDV), municipalities or non-governmental
organizations to benefit from the social assistance and services with your
Temporary Protection Identification Certificate issued by the Provincial
Directorate of Immigration Administration.

Social assistance in Turkey are carried out by AFAT, the Ministry of Family
and Social Policies, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Youth and Sports, Red
Crescent, Municipalities, Non-governmental organizations depending on
the content of the services.
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Psycho-Social Support Services

Women, children and families holding Temporary Protection Identification
Documents living in or outside the temporary accommodation centers
who are suffering social or psychological problems such as trauma,
loss, mourning period, adaptation and stress experienced after war and
immigration, may apply to the Psychosocial Support Bureau / Units that
render services in this regard.

Social Assistance and Social Services

To take advantage of these supports:

- They must be within the scope of Law No. 3294,

- Having been verified that they are in need through household visits,
centralinquiries and information received from the application form,

- Taking children aged O-6 years to regular health care controls (Conditional
Health Aid),

- Having their children at the age of primary school and secondary school
enrolled in the Ministry of National Education (MoNE) affiliated schools
(Conditional Education Aid),

- They should meet the criteria to be determined by the Board of Trustees
of SYDT Fund Board and Social Assistance Solidarity Foundation (SYDV).

Social assistance applications are assessed and settled in accordance with
the provisions of the relevant legislation by the Board of Trustees, which is
the authorized decision-making body of the SYDVs.

Social assistances; you may benefit from regular assistances made to
women and children such as in-kind and in-cash assistances of food and
fuel provided under the title of Foundation of Social Help and Solidarity
regarding basic needs, Orphanage Assistance, Conditional Education and
Health Aid and Assistance for Widow Women in the nature of regular central
assistances within the scope of Law No: 3294.

Within the framework of the “Social Assistance Program for Foreigners”,
conducted by the Ministry of Family and SocialPolicies with the cooperation
of the World Food Program of the United Nations, 100 TL per person
is being credited to their Red Crescent Kart-Suy card of asylum seeker
Syrians living outside the camps being Under Temporary Protection who
are Syrian Citizens and registered at the General Directorate of Provincial
Immigration Administration. To get help, Syrians who are under Temporary
Protection must apply to the provincial or district Social Assistance and
Solidarity Foundations (SYDV) where they are located.
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Social Services for Children

Syrian children who are in need of protection are aimed to be supported
while they live with their families; in the cases where this is not possible by
applying protective and supportive measures under Child Protection Law
No:5395, unaccompanied children and separated children are being put
under care and protection affiliated institutions of General Directorate of
Family and Community Services. In this context, 8 Child Support Centers
have been specialized to provide services to unaccompanied children, and
works are being conducted to follow up and reunite the families in order
to ensure the family integrity of the children who are separated from their
families during immigration process or thereafter and put under care and
protection.

Social Services for Women

Psychosocial support services are being carried out in order to provide a
safe shelter, mitigate the effects of the suffered violence, improvement
of problem solving capacities, strengthening, and support social cohesion
of the Syrian women who are under temporary protection and exposed to
violence against women and domestic violence in the women guesthouses,
preliminary admission unit and the Violence Prevention and Monitoring
Centers (SONiIM).

Social Services for Disabled and Elderly

Syrians in Turkey with disabilities who are under Temporary Protection and
taken severe disabilities report from a hospital that fulfill the conditions
specified in the law can receive home care benefit payments pursuant to
Law No. 2828. Rehabilitation, counseling and support services are provided
for the elderly and disabled Syrian nationality people who are in need
of care under the Social Services Law No. 2828. Within the scope of this
law, they have the opportunity to benefit from our institutional services
during the period of residence permit at the disabled care centers and
nursing homes if they have legal residence permit in our country. Various
social assistance and social services are carried out by local authorities. The
municipalities are able to provide various in-kind and in-cash benefits to the
needy people. By applying to the mayor’s office at your place of residence;
you may benefit from social services such as counseling centers serving for
the disabled, women, children, elderly and youth, shelters, course centers,
kindergartens, home care services, and elderly care centers.
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13. Religious Holidays, National Holidays, Seasonal Holidays

Religious and national holidays and seasonal festivals take an important
placeinthe society structurein our country. Nationaland religious holidays
are celebrated to ensure national unity and solidarity, and to maintain the
environment of love, respect and tolerance among the people. Religious
holidays are considered sacred important days in terms of religion,
while national holidays are important days in terms of the liberation and
establishment of our country. There are also seasonal festivals celebrated
in the frame of our traditions.

Religious Holidays (Bairams)

There are two big bairams in our religion: Ramadan Feast and Eid al-Adha.
The holidays facilitates the strengthening of religious feelings and sharing
by the society, visiting the elderly individuals of the family, reconciliation of
the resented, respect for each other and affection for each other.

Feast of Ramadan

The Feast of Ramadan is celebrated in the first three days of month of
Shawwal, which is the tenth month according to the Hijri calendar. Since
the Hijri calendar is a lunar calendar, each year is 11-12 days shorter from
the solar-based gregorian calendar. For this reason, the Feast of Ramadan
is celebrated every year 11-12 days earlier than the previous year. During
the Ramadan Feast, which is celebrated after the end of the fasting, which
is supposed to be followed during Ramadan, the salat al eid is performed
by the men on the first day and the sermon is read. Later visits to kith and
kin are carried out. People celebrate each other’s fest and strengthen
their bonds of love and respect, resentments are ended. On the Feast of
Ramadan, the official holiday is a total of 3.5 days including a half day on eve
and three days of the feast.

- Eid al-Adha (Feast of Sacrifice)

Eid al-Adha is a religious holiday that begins on the tenth day of the month
of Zilhicce and lasts for four days. According to the Islamic religion, a
sacrifice is made to be distributed to the poor. Feast of sacrifice is a season
of joy, itis essentialto appreciate these joyfuldays, and make orphans, poor
happy in those days. On the Eid al-Adha, the official holiday is a total of 4.5
days including a half day on eve and four days of the feast.
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Seasonal Festivals

Celebration times, also called seasonal festivals, have an important place
in our traditions. “Hidirellez” and “Newroz" are the most widely celebrated
among the seasonal festivals that are shaped by nature and climate
conditions.

- Hidirellez

Hidirellez is one of the seasonal festivals known all over the Turkish world.
The day of Hidirellez, which is called Ruz-1 Hizir (Hizir Day), is celebrated
because of the day that Hizir and the Prophet Elijah meet on the earth. The
words of Hizir and Elijah (ilyas) merged to form f hidirellez among public.
Hidirellez is celebrated on 6 May in our country.

Hidrellez celebrations are held in the greenery, in the woods, waterfront,
around a tomb or entombed holy person. On Hidirellez night various
practices are carried out in the belief that Hizir is going to bring prosperity
and blessings to the places and the things he touches. The tops of food
containers, warehouses and money chests are left open. It is believed
that Hizir will help them if they make a small model of what they want on
Hidirellez night such as house, the vineyard, cars.

- Newroz

The word “Newroz” comes from the union of Persian words nev (hnew) and
ruz (day), which means new day. On March 21, when the day and night times
are equal, the airbeginstowarmup, the snow melt, the trees bloom, the soil
gets green, and the migratory birds return to their homes. For this reason,
21 March is celebrated as a day of awakening, resurrection and creation for
all beings and various activities are organized by the name of Newroz/NEW
DAY which is accepted as the coming of spring.

Religious Days

- Lailat al-Regaib (Night of Conception)

Lailat al-Regaib, the night between the first Thursday to Friday of the
month of Recep, the first of Recep Shaban and Ramadan, is also celebrated
as the herald of the month of Ramadan. The prayer that is performed that
night will not be rejected, and prayers, fasting, charity and worship will be
given numerous rewards.

- Lailat al Miraj

Miraj; is being celebrated on the 27th of the month of Recep. It is a journey
of wisdom made to the Masjid al-Agsa and then to the heavens one nightin
the period of Mecca so that our Prophet view the works of eternal power
of the Supreme Creator. Miraj is a purification and ascension to Allah. In this
night worships are fulfilled.
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- Lailat al Berat

Berat Night is the 15th night of the month of Shaban Lailat al Berat; is
celebrated as the herald of Ramadan.

Berat night is also a renovation day. Berat; repairing the broken hearts,
destroying the walls of resentment, overcoming the feelings of grudge,
hatred and revenge. It is the day of forgiveness of the Supreme Creator.

- Lailat al Qadr

Lailat al Qadr is the 27th night of Ramadan

It is a blessed night when the Qur’an begins to descend, peace and security
spread all around, the doors of the sky are opened, prayers and penitences
are accepted. Lailat al Qadr is spend by worship.

- Ashoura (Noah’s Pudding) Day

The day of Ashoura is the tenth day of the month of Muharrem. Ashoura is
the symbolofsharing, solidarity, unity and love, abundance and fruitfulness.
On the day of Ashoura, different tastes are boiled in the same cooker and
ashoure food is made. This is the symbol of living together at the same time.
Fasting is a religious tradition in month of Muharrem and on Ashoura day.

- Mawlid an-nabi

Itisthetwelfth night of the month of Rebililevvel. Itisarefreshing seasonin
which we celebrate the birth of Prophet Muhammad and we will appreciate
the values of humanity and compassion, mercy and justice, patience and
steadiness, grace and generosity that briefly illuminate our individual and
social life, and our life with his supreme morality.

- Beginning of Three Months

Three Months; are the spiritual ascension and forgiveness months
incorporating Recep, Shaban and Ramadan which are the mercy and
forgiveness gates that opens one after another, which begins with Regaib
night, continued with Miraj and Berat Nights, reaches to the summit by
Qadr night which is better than a thousand months.
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Remembrance Days

- March 18 Martyrs Day

The anniversary of Dardanelles Victory, which plays animportant rolein the
independence struggle of our country, is the day that Dardanelles martyrs
and all other martyrs are remembered. The commemoration ceremony is
held annually with the participation of our people and civil organizations in
the leadership of all public institutions and organizations.

- November 10 Commemoration Day of Atatiirk

It is the commemoration day for Mustafa Kemal Atatlrk, founder of the
Republic of Turkey, who lost his Llife on November 10,1938, at 09.05. At 9.05
two minutes of stand in silent homage is carried out with the company of
siren command or sennet. On the 10th of November, the flags are lowered.
In the memorial ceremonies organized, Ataturk’s life story, Ataturk’s
reforms and principles are explained and selected Atatuirk poems are read.

-July 15 Commemoration of Martyrs, Democracy and National Unity Day
On July 15, 2016, the treacherous coup attempt by the Fetullah Terrorist
Organization (FETO) was hampered by the resistance of our nation. As the
result of the treacherous coup attempt on July 15, 248 of our citizens were
martyred, thousands of citizens became veterans. This day is adopted as
official holiday, and is celebrated all over our country.

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15. Shopping and Payment, Consumer Rights

» Shopping and payment

In addition to the markets, shops and shopping centers that sell many
different productsin every city, neighborhood markets that are established
on certain days serve to consumers. In many cities there are shopping
centers where cinemas, theaters, cafes, restaurants, and shops that
combine different styles of national and international brand clothing with
consumers (http:/www.goc.gov.tr). Additionally online shopping is also
quite common in Turkey. You can make purchases with credit cards as well
as cash payments in Turkey.

« Consumer Rights

The Law on the Protection of Consumers is to regulate matters concerning
the protection of the consumer’s health, safety and economic interests,
enlightening, educating, compensating for damages, taking measures to
protect them from environmental hazards and encouraging consumer
self-protection initiatives and encouraging voluntary organizations in the
formulation of policies in this respect. The right to meet the basic needs,
theright to health and safety, therightto protection of economicinterests,
the right to compensation, the right to get organized and represented, the
right to be informed and educated, the right to information (informing
the consumer), the right to have a healthy environment and the right to
complain are protected by law. In case of problems related to consumer
rights, General Directorate of Protection of Consumer and Market
Surveillance is the official authority (http:/tuketici.gtb.gov.tr). In addition,
various non-governmental organizations continue to work within the
framework of consumer rights and consumer protection activities.

16. Traffic and Public Transportation

Public transport is the common name given to all transport systems used
for journeys without personal vehicles. In this transportation system it is
aimed to save energy by carrying more than one passenger.

Taking advantage of the public transport system varies depending on the
province you live in. Each province has a public transport system run by its
municipality or has transferred this service to private companies through
a tender. In addition, taxi service operatively connected to Turkey Drivers
and Vehicle Federation and in some provinces van / minibus services which
are also connected thereto provide transportation services.

Generally, the system used for public transportation is bus transportation
and there are also public transportation systems such as metro, railsystem,
boat, ferry and train according to the characteristics of the province.
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* Buses

Approximately 100-150 passengers are transported in total, including
standing and sitting passengers on buses. You can get a card from the sales
points / ticket windows to pay for the fee determined by the municipality
and you can load balance to your card. Generally, there is a different price
application for adults and students, students benefit from discounted
rates. Additionally individuals at 65 years of age and over benefit from urban
public transport services free of charge, and pay only 50% for intercity lines
of railways and seaways throughout Turkey. Those who certify that they
are disabled by 40% are also subject to a 30% discount on the ticket fare.
Buses have specific nhumbers or codes according to their route (line/
direction), as well as digital or text boards bearing short route information.
Depending on the route, there are bus stops at certain intervals (one or a
few kilometers) you can get off the bus at the stops by pressing the signal
button located inside the bus. You can also follow the times and routes of
the buses departing at certain hour / minute intervals via the web sites of
the municipalities.

In some municipalities you can also board a free or discounted ride within
a certain time period (1 hour to 90 minutes) to continue different routes
by swithing from bus to bus, from the bus to metro or from bus to boat
depending on the transit system. If the transportation of passengers by
bus is handed over to private companies, in some municipalities you can
pay the boarding fee, in addition to bus card, in cash to the bus driver or to
host.

* Minibus or Dolmush (collective taxi)

Paidtransportationis carried out by Minibuses/Dolmushswhereyou paythe
fare collectively determined by the Turkey Drivers and Vehicle Federation
and the Municipality to the driver inside the vehicle. When arrived at the
pointwhereyouwant to get offin minibuses / dolmushs having no separate
stop points, you only need to tell the driver that you want to get off. Usually
13-15 passengers are carried in minibuses / dolmushs where the carriage of
on foot passengers is prohibited. But unfortunately there are still drivers
who carry straphangers.

« Subway / Rail Systems and Boats

To take advantage of the metro, rail system and boat trips, you can buy
tickets, single or double use ticket cards at stations / ticket windows, or
board by using your boarding pass that you use to board buses. Metro, rail
system and ferries have determined stations and you cannot board / get
off at other points. You can follow the route from the screensin the vehicle.
You can also follow the times and routes of these vehicles departing at
certain hour / minute intervals via the web sites of the municipalities.
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« Taxis

In the taxi services rendered uner the supervision of Turkey Drivers
and Vehicles Federation, the vehicles are in yellow color to facilitate
distinguishing vehicles and “taxi” sign is located on top, and letter code on
the plateis “T" or begins with “T". The fare is determined by the “taximeter”,
which opens at a certain fee upon riding (currently 3.45 TL) and a certain
fare increase per kilometer (currently 2.10 TL). You can get taxi service by
calling the phone numbers of the cab stands located in each region, there
are free taxi services in some of the provinces which are not connected to
a cab stand.

* Rules of Conduct Required in the Public Transportation Vehicles

When it comes to rules of conduct that need to be followed in public
transportation vehicles, to form a line in order to get on the vehicle, only
to get on by using the front door, only to get off from other doors; walk to
the rear section of the vehicle after you have get on and showed your card;
getting up in time before arriving to the stop where you want to get off
and heading to the back door; to give elderly, disabled, pregnant and child
accompanied passengers a seat; not to talk loudly on the phone or with
others, to avoid actions that may disturb others, just like as being in other
public places (chewing gum, listening to loud music, not paying attention
to body cleanliness, eating/drinking anything, throwing garbage into the
vehicle etc.)

- Traffic Insurance, Own Damage Insurance and Vehicle Ownership

- Driver’s Licenses

If the Immigrants and refugees are holding a driver’s licenses available and
this is not an internationally valid document, yhey may drive vehicles for
6 months in Turkey by using such diriver’s license. They need to enrollin a
driving school and apply for a driver’s license with their residence permit
even if they are not a citizen of the Republic of Turkey, that is, they do not
have a T.R. Identification ID number. If they are citizen of the Republic of
Turkey, they will be able to drive with the foreign driver’s license for 1year.

- Vehicle Ownership

Vehicle-owner immigrants and refugees will have to change their license
plates in case of permanent residence. Transactions can be made from the
Traffic Registry Branches of the Police Department.

- Traffic insurance

The immigrants in Turkey are obliged to get an insurance policy for their
vehicles, if their insurance policy is not valid in Turkey, at the border check-
points or from any insurers for the period they will remain in Turkey.
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The free market system is implemented for traffic insurance in in Turkey.
The price ofinsuranceis determined differently by each insurance company
depending on the age of the vehicle, the damage situation in the past, and
the driver’s accident history. You can get quotations for traffic insurance
by entering your vehicle and identification information from the official
website of the Insurance Information and Surveillance Center at https:/
www.sbm.org.tr.You can also get information about registered insurance
companies.

- Own Damage Insurance

Unlike Traffic Insurance, own damage insurance is not mandatory in Turkey.
Vehicle owners are entitled to get it on their own demand, and in case of
any accident or damage, they are paid for the damage and health expenses
of the vehicle, both for themselves and for the second person involved in
the accident, according to the nature of the chosen policy, and also rental
cars allocated for certain periods. The free market system is implemented
forown damageinsuranceininTurkey. The price of insuranceis determined
differently by each insurance company depending on the age of the vehicle,
the damage situation in the past, and the driver’s accident history. By enter
the information about your vehicle you can learn the value of own damage
insurance and get information about registered insurance companies from
the official web page of the Insurance Reinsurance and Pension Companies
Association at https:/www.tsb.org.tr'den and the official website of the
Insurance Information and Surveillance Center at https:/www.sbm.org.
tr'den.

 Traffic rules

All traffic signs and boards in Turkey are at international leveland in a form
that every pedestrian, passenger, and driver can understand. Therefore, it
is important to observe the rules and be careful here also to avoid traffic
accidents. Otherwise, you will be fined for traffic, over your ID number if it
is available, otherwise over your passport number. And is delivered to the
tax office (Finance) via the web system of the Police Department. Traffic
fines are re-evaluated and increased every year.

Basic Rules to be Observed to Protect from Traffic Accidents

When it is taken into consideration that traffic accidents are caused by
human factor of 90%, it is recommended to pay particular attention to the
following to protect from accidents.

- Do not drive under the effect of alcohol,

- Fasten your seatbelt,

- You should not drive sleepless and tired,

- Comply with speed limits and traffic rules,
- Check your headlight alignment,

- Avoid dangerous driving and tailgate,
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- Wear your helmet when driving bicycles and motorcycles,

- As you cross over, obey the crossing rules and the lights.

- Stop at the intersections, do not overtake in dangerous places,
- Follow routine car maintenances,

- Do not overload passengers and cargo,

- Be careful and tolerant in traffic.
